It is possible that by the 1st of next week the Vermillion Canning Factory will start up for the season’s run, beginning on string beans.  When the run of beans is over it will be time to begin on tomatoes.


O. W. Thompson’s new automobile arrived on Monday.  It is a fine looking machine, of the Haynes model, and runs like sixty, but the auto formerly owned by the senator is more to our liking.


We notice that all the merchants in Sioux City are closing their stores at 5 o’clock in the evening.  It would be a good idea for Vermillion to follow their example.


The canning factory has not been running steady since the machinery was set in motion a week ago, owing to the scarcity of beans.  The crop is light, and supply is not large enough to keep the factory force busy 10 hours a day.  Tomatoes are doing fairly well, but will not be right for canning until the middle of August.

GETTING READY FOR FAIRBANKS


There ought to be 10,000 people in Vermillion on October 19, 1907 when Charles Warren Fairbanks, the first Vice President of the US to visit South Dakota, when, he speaks here on the afternoon of that day.

The October 3, 1907 Plain Talk reports that formal exercises were held at the new Catholic Church on Wednesday, October 2. The officers of the Vermillion Canning Company are hoping to build a larger factory for next year.  The proposed plant would cost $20,000.00.  The proposed plant would have sufficient capacity to turn out 20,000 cans a day commencing with beans and continue in order with corn, tomatoes, apples and pumpkins.  It would be built near the railroad thereby saving much in the matter of drayage and loss of time.  While the season just closed has not been as profitable for either the company or the growers, it has been a successful experience with much knowledge gained.  Lack of experience and the worst possible growing season worked against the plant this year, but it is the belief that like conditions will not prevail again.
