A. First Reading of Ordinance 1228 – An Ordinance amending Section 

53.055 and 53.091 to update water meter standards and add Section 

53.065 regarding water meter pits 

 

Randy Isaacson, Water Superintendent, reviewed the changes proposed 

by amending Section 53.055 (A) to remove ¾ inch service lines as the 

plumbing code has changed to not allow this size, (D) to remove the 

reference to connection to lead pipe as this is no longer allowed 

and when found is replaced, the addition of section 53.065 titled 

meter pits that limits the number of meters in a pit to one and 

provides for location and construction details and amending section 
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53.091 for the property owner to determine the water meter size.  

Discussion followed on the proposed changes to the water ordinance.

The items to 

surplus are a 2006 Bobcat skidsteer loader from the Recycling 

Center, 1998 Toro greens mower, 1992 Bearcat crack sealing machine 

that is owned equally with the County, 2004 Johnston street sweeper 

and 2007 Ford Crown Victoria sedan. Mike noted that the request is 

to declare all five properties surplus to be appraised by the 

Surplus Property Appraisal Committee with the first two items to be 

sold by sealed bids. Harold Holoch, Utility Engineer, is working 

with the County to see if there would be any other city or county 

that would want to purchase the crack sealing machine and the last 

two items will be sold in the future. Discussion followed.
