2. Educational Session – Library Expansion project

John Prescott, City Manager, reported that the Library Board has been working for a number of years on planning for the expansion of the library. The Library Board has hired Architects Incorporated to develop plans for the expansion. A committee was appointed consisting of Council representatives, Library Board representatives, Citizens and staff to work with the architect on the expansion plans. The committee was given a charge that included the available funding of $1.4 million from the second penny sales tax fund. As the funding for the library expansion will be considered during the upcoming budget process, the City Council had requested an update on the before the budget deliberations.  

Jon Flanagin, Library Board Chairman, reviewed the expansion plans that have been developed by the architect with the input from the committee and space needs study. Jon noted that the expansion plan, as proposed, has a basement for mechanical and storage, first floor for library operations and second floor with meeting rooms for the community. The expansion is 14,000 square feet with an estimated cost of $3.5 million. Jon and the committee members answered questions of the City Council on the proposed plan.

Council reviewed items on the agenda with City staff. No action was taken.

The regular session of the City Council, City of Vermillion, South Dakota was called to order on August 2, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. by Mayor Powell.

1. Roll Call

A. July 19, 2010 Special Session; July 19, 2010 Regular Session

Alderman Osborne moved approval of the July 19, 2010 special session minutes and the July 19, 2010 regular session minutes. Alderman Zimmerman seconded the motion. Motion carried 9 to 0. Mayor Powell declared the motion adopted.

4. Adoption of Agenda

Alderman Willson moved approval of the agenda with the addition to Item 8C to add “gas” before pump. Alderman French seconded the motion. Motion carried 9 to 0. Mayor Powell declared the motion adopted.

5. Visitors to be Heard

A. Ribs, Rods, & Rock’n Roll – State BBQ Capital proclamation

Alderman Osborne read the proclamation designating Vermillion as the “Barbeque Capital of South Dakota” in recognition of Ribs, Rods, & Rock’n Roll hosting the State Barbeque Championship.
B. Dennis Martins, Airport Manager, invited the City Council and the community to a fly-in breakfast August 15th from 8:00 a.m. to noon. He reported that the Vermillion Lions Club will be serving pancakes. 

6. Public Hearings - None
7. Old Business

A. Street Closure request – Market Street from West Main Street to the south edge of Ratingen Platz from 4:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. on August 5, 2010 for Thursday on the Plaza (postponed from July 29, 2010).

Andy Colvin, Assistant City Manager, reported that a request to close a portion of Market Street was received from Thursdays on the Plaza for the event rescheduled from July 29th to August 5th from 4:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. The Council previously approved the street closure for the event that has been rescheduled due to the weather. The dedication of Ratingen Platz is planned for the August 5th event.

Alderman French moved approval of the closing of a portion of Market Street that adjoins the Ratingen Platz on August 5th from 4:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. for Thursdays on the Plaza. Alderman Ward seconded the motion. Motion carried 9 to 0. Mayor Powell declared the motion adopted.
8. New Business

A. Troy Boysen request to partially abate assessments – 104 N University Street
John Prescott, City Manager, reported that the City has been working with Mr. Boysen on the property at 104 N. University for a number of years. The City and Mr. Boysen entered into a Settlement Agreement in November 2004 whereby he was to make needed improvements to the property and the City would not proceed with the abatement of the dangerous building. As the improvements were not all completed by the date stated, the agreement provided for a $50 per day fee. The City has also cited the property for sidewalk snow and tall grass violations that have not been paid. The City has annually levied special assessments for the unpaid daily fee and snow and grass violations. The special assessments total over $71,500 excluding interest and currently outstanding receivables are over $21,500.  Mr. Boysen has an opportunity to sell the property and has requested that the City partially abate these outstanding assessments and receivables. A resolution has been prepared that would abate the balance of the assessments if $10,000 was paid to the City by August 6th along with proof of transfer of ownership of the property. In communication with Craig Kennedy, Mr. Boysen’s attorney, this afternoon they are requesting the closing date be extended to August 11th and want to address the Council about the amount they would like to offer to settle the assessments.

Craig Kennedy, Attorney representing Troy Boysen, reported that Troy purchased the home with a plan to restore this historic property but he was unable to accomplish his goal. Mr. Kennedy stated that Troy has invested a substantial amount into the property from the original purchase price, roof, siding, painting and interior work.  Craig stated that Troy understands that this is all his doing but a lot has changed since the property was purchased and Troy would like to recover some financially for his work from the sale of the property. Mr. Kennedy offered $5,000 to settle the assessments as this is considerably more than the out of pocket costs to the City for snow and tall grass removal. The $5,000 is more than 10% of the selling price and felt the amount is a fair penalty at the same time allowing the property to be transferred to a new owner who will make the improvements. Discussion followed.

After reading the same once, Alderman Willson moved adoption of the following:

RESOLUTION TO REDUCE SPECIAL ASSESSMENT

WHEREAS, Troy Boysen is the current property owner of 104 N. University Street, Vermillion, South Dakota, and was the property owner of record in 2004, and 

WHEREAS, the property fell into a state of disrepair and the property owner of record failed to maintain the property or improve its aesthetic appearance after receiving numerous notices of code violations from the City of Vermillion, and 

WHEREAS, the City of Vermillion and Troy Boysen entered into a settlement agreement dated November 1, 2004, wherein Mr. Boysen would complete items such as installing stairs, complete roof repairs, paint the dwelling, provide proper finished support for the front columns, as well as other items, and

WHEREAS, failure to comply with the settlement agreement would lead to a daily fee which the City Council determined to be $50.00 per day and as of today the items in the settlement agreement have never been completed, and

WHEREAS, City of Vermillion cited Troy Boysen on different occasions for sidewalk snow violations and tall grass and weeds and in most of these instances the City had to hire a contractor to resolve the matter, and 

WHEREAS, Troy Boysen is currently indebted to the City of Vermillion by an amount exceeding $93,530 in compensatory special assessments stemming from costs accrued to the City associated with the aforementioned property maintenance activities and daily special assessment fees per the settlement agreement, and 

WHEREAS, a transferal of ownership of the property at 104 N. University Street to a new property owner will produce both civic and economic gains for the community, and 

WHEREAS, the City of Vermillion is authorized through SDCL 9-43-54 to compromise the outstanding special assessments against lots or parcels of real estate, and 

WHEREAS, a partial reduction in outstanding assessments on the property at 104 N. University Street will facilitate said transferal of ownership, and 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, if a certified cashier’s check, in the amount of $10,000, is presented to the City of Vermillion Finance Officer before Noon on the 11th day of August 2010, and proof of sale of the property located at 104 N. University Street, is presented to the City Manager, which satisfies the City’s position that a sale to a new, unrelated owner has taken place, the Vermillion City Council agrees to abate the remainder of outstanding assessments presently held against the property at 104 N. University Street and will file this resolution as proof of such action with the Clay County Treasurer’s Office, and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the said forgiveness of property assessments is explicitly limited only to the property at 104 N. University Street, and in no way precludes the City, either from levying or from collecting future assessments on other properties owned by Troy Boysen.

Andy Colvin, Assistant to the City Manager, reported that a petition has been received for the annexation of 19.75 acres of undeveloped land from the Vermillion Chamber of Commerce and Development Company. Andy reviewed the location of the property noting it was just north of the existing industrial park. The VCDC intent is to have the land available for industrial park expansion. The property when it enters the city will be zoned Natural Resource Conservation as it is the most restrictive. Discussion followed.

Discussion followed and the question of the adoption of the Resolution was presented for a vote of the Governing Body. 9 members voted in favor of and 0 members voted in opposition to the Resolution. Mayor Powell declared that the Resolution was adopted.

C. First Reading of Ordinance 1235 – amending Chapter 152, signs, to add a definition and regulations for Gas Pump Topper Signs

Andy Colvin, Assistant to the City Manger, reported in June 2008 the City Council adopted a revised sign ordinance that regulated the type, size and placement of signs in different zones in the city.  At the time of adoption, it was noted that there may need to be future amendments to address specific sign types. The proposed amendment is to define and regulate gas pump topper signs. This issue was raised by an inquiry on this type of sign and there was no reference in the ordinance. The amendment will restrict the number of gas pump topper signs to one per gas pump and the size to 1 ½ square feet. Discussion followed.

Mayor Powell read the title to the above mentioned Ordinance and Alderman Ward moved adoption of the following Resolution:

BE IT RESOLVED that the minutes of this meeting shall show that the title to proposed Ordinance No. 1235 entitled An Ordinance Amending Chapter 152, Signs, to add a definition and regulations for gas pump signs, of the City of Vermillion, South Dakota has been read and the Ordinance has been considered for the first time in its present form and content at this meeting being a regularly called meeting of the Governing Body of the City on this 2nd day of August, 2010 at the Council Chambers in City Hall in the manner prescribed by SDCL 9-19-7 as amended.

The motion was seconded by Alderman Meins. After discussion, the question of adoption of the Resolution was put to a vote of the Governing Body and 9 members voted in favor of and 0 members voted in opposition to the motion. Mayor Powell declared the motion adopted. 

D. Street Closure Request – Main Street from Prospect to Center Street on August 30, 2010 for Coyote Bash
Andy Colvin, Assistant City Manager, reported that a street closing request was received from USD for Main Street from Center Street to Prospect Street for 11:30 a.m. to 2:30 p.m. on August 30th for the Coyote Bash to introduce new students to the downtown area. Andy noted that this event has been done in previous years to introduce new students to the downtown community. Discussion followed on the event and the need to notify the adjoining property owners.

Alderman Willson moved approval of the temporary closing of Main Street from Center Street to Prospect Street on August 30th from 11:30 a.m. to 2:30 p.m. for the USD Coyote Bash with the stipulation that the affected property owners be notified. E. Street Closure Request – A portion of Muirfield Court for block party

Andy Colvin, Assistant City Manager, reported that Jere Chapman requested a closing of the Muirfield Court cul-de-sac on or about August 8th at 5:00 p.m. to 9:00 p.m. for a neighborhood block party. Andy noted that Mr. Chapman stated he has notified all of the neighbors and will clean up after the event.

F. Presentation of 2009 Audited Comprehensive Annual Financial Report

Mike Carlson, Finance Officer, reported that the Audited 2009 Comprehensive Annual Report was included with the Council packet along with the letter from the Department of Legislative Audit accepting the report and a letter from the Auditor, Williams & Company, to the Mayor and City Council reporting on the audit. Mike reviewed the sections of the report and offered to answer questions on the report.

Alderman Davies moved to accept the 2009 Audited Comprehensive Annual Financial Report. Alderman French seconded the motion. Motion carried 9 to 0. Mayor Powell declared the motion adopted.

G. Presentation of the proposed 2011 budget

John Prescott, City Manager, presented the City Council with the 2011 proposed budget noting that this would serve as the starting point for Council deliberation. Budget hearings have been set for August 17th at 5:15 p.m., August 19th at 5:15 p.m. and August 20th at 1:00 p.m. in the large conference room on the second floor of City Hall. Discussion followed. The consensus of the City Council was to accept the proposed budget and set the hearing dates. 

H. Resolution for Water Plan Application – Water Tower

Mike Carlson, Finance Officer, reported that we have been working with SECOG following the City Council review of the tower inspection report in August 2009. At that time, the consensus was to work toward the replacement of the water tower if grants could be obtained to reduce the impact on rates from borrowing the full amount. Last week SECOG reported that now would be a good time to include this project on the State Water Plan for grant/loan funding consideration in early 2011. The application was prepared and submitted last week with the notation that the Council resolution will be following this week or the application will be withdrawn.  The resolution is to allow the application to include the water tower replacement on the State Water Plan along with the subsequent grant/loan applications. Discussion followed on the tower project.

Alderman Davies moved approval of the resolution authorizing the State Water Plan application and other grant/loan applications for the water tower replacement project. Alderman Grayson seconded the motion. Motion carried 9 to 0. Mayor Powell declared the motion adopted.
I. Sale of Surplus Street Sweeper

Harold Holoch, Utility Engineer, reported that earlier this year the City replaced the 2004 Johnston 3000SP street sweeper. The City Council declared the sweeper surplus in March 2010 and has been advertising it for sale. Recently we have had interest from two South Dakota cities in purchasing the used sweeper. The City of Newell has submitted an offer on the sweeper and the City of Selby is having a council meeting tonight to determine the amount of their offer that the City will receive tomorrow. The City of Newell’s street sweeper is not working and, if they are the high bidder, would like to pick up the street sweeper as soon as possible to sweep up rock chips form their chip seal project completed several weeks ago. Harold recommended that the City Council authorize the sale of the surplus street sweeper to the high bidder for not less than $10,000 with the bid tabulation included in the next Council meeting packet. Discussion followed.

Alderman Zimmerman moved to authorize the sale of the surplus 2004 Johnston street sweeper to the city with the highest bid but for not less than $10,000 with the results from the bid placed in next meetings packet. Alderman Grayson seconded the motion. Motion carried 9 to 0. Mayor Powell declared the motion adopted.

J. Change Order No. 3 – Wastewater Treatment Facility Phase II improvements

Harold Holoch, Utility Engineer, reported that the wastewater treatment facility phase II improvements are proceeding well with completion scheduled for later this year. He reviewed the improvements that are in process noting that change order no. 3 is included in the packet. The change order in the amount of $63,396.01 includes a portion of the roof replacement at the digester building, replacement of a scum pump in the primary clarifier pipe gallery, total replacement of the failed concrete grout floor topping in primary clarifier #2, and replacement of the inoperative floor pressure relief valves in primary clarifier #2. The change order also increases the completion date by 30 days which moves substantial completion to December 1, 2010. The project with the change order is still below the grant and loan funding put in place for the project. Harold noted that on the renovation projects there are items that are found as the project progresses that would be cost prohibitive to determine prior to bidding. Harold recommended approval of the change order and a representative from Banner Associates was present to answer any questions on the project and change order. Discussion followed.

Alderman Osborne moved approval of change order no. 3 in the amount of $65,396.01 with PKG Contracting, Inc. for the wastewater treatment facility phase II improvements that also includes a 30 day substantial completion extension until December 1, 2010. Alderman French seconded the motion. Motion carried 9 to 0. Mayor Powell declared the motion adopted.

K. Sub-grant agreement with South Dakota Department of Environment and Natural Resources for the disposal of waste tires

John Prescott, City Manager, reported that the Board of Water and Natural Resources awarded the Department of Environment and Natural Resources a grant of $500,000. The funding is from the Regional Landfill Assistance funds to be used for waste tires and other solid waste collection in selected locations in the state. The City of Vermillion Joint Powers operation received notification of up to $100,000 in funding for waste tire collection and disposal in the multi-county area. It is anticipated that a collection will be held in Clay County, Yankton County and Union County. The subgrant agreement is between the SD Department of Environment and Natural Resources and the City whereby they agree to reimburse the City for up to $100,000 of expenses in the collection and disposal of the waste tires. The City Attorney has reviewed the agreement and administration recommends Council authorization of the agreement.  Discussion followed.

Alderman French moved approval of the Subgrant Agreement between the SD Department of Environment and Natural Resources and the City for reimbursement of up to $100,000 for collection and disposal of waste tires and authorized the Mayor to sign the agreement. Jose Dominguez, City Engineer, read the bids received for special assessment sidewalk construction at 217 S. Crawford Road. Jose recommended the low bid of Walker Construction of $2,383.95 which was below the engineer’s estimate. The completion date is September 30, 2010.

D. John reported on cleanup activities at the recycling center consisting of painting and removal of old carpet. He noted that the paint exchange program is still in operation. He thanked the citizens for their cooperation during the cleaning.
