5. New Business

A. BID Plan discussion.
John Prescott, City Manager, stated that at the last meeting the board requested that he present a sample business improvement plan.  John stated that he reviewed other plans adopted by other cities in the state and found that the plans were very broad in their language as to the uses of the funds and that the annual budget was more specific as to the uses of funds.  John provided a draft plan for the business improvement district.

John reviewed the content of the draft plan stating it covered most any allowed expenditure from facility construction or improvement to marketing and promotion. 

Discussion followed on the process noting that the Board first needed to determine if it was going to recommend going forward with the Business Improvement District and next the plan. 

The consensus of the Board Members was to recommend the implementation of a Business Improvement District and discussion followed on the draft plan.

James Peterson moved to recommend the draft plan as presented to the City Council as the plan for Business Improvement District No. 1.  Amy Christensen seconded the motion.  Motion carried 4 to 0.  Chairman Kenton declared the motion adopted. 

Discussion followed on the amount of the fee noting that the fee cannot exceed $2 per night per occupied room with Joe noting that we could start out lower such as $1 then increase the fee later based on the results.

James Peterson moved to recommend the fee be established at $1 per night per occupied room and that the fee be reviewed at the end of each year to determine if it should be adjusted.  Joe Eckert seconded the motion.  Discussion followed.  Motion carried 4 to 0.  Chairman Kenton declared the motion adopted. 

Discussion followed on the need to notify the motel owners about the fee to be recommended by the Board.  The Board requested that the motel owners be invited to the next BID Board meeting where the fee could be discussed along with the implementation process as it goes to the City Council. Discussion followed on a proposed implementation date with the recommendation that steps be taken to implement the fee by June 1.

Discussion followed on if the fee should be included in the recommended plan.

James Peterson moved to amend the plan that was approved to include that the initial fee be $1 per night per occupied room and that the fee be reviewed annual for adjustment to the amount.  Joe Eckert seconded the motion.  Motion carried 4 to 0. Chairman Kenton declared the motion adopted.
