5. Visitors to be Heard
A. National Night Out proclamation

Crystal reported that the National Night Out encourages citizens to take
time to get to know their neighbors. The event encourages neighborhoods
to have block parties and requested the organizer to let the Police
Department know and an officer will stop by to answer any questions.
Crystal stated that the Department has arranged an event in Prentis Park



starting at 5:00 p.m. with music and activities for children. Food will
be available for $2.25.

Jim Goblirsch, Director of Parks and Recreation, wanted to thank the
employees of First Dakota National Bank for volunteering to paint the
Prentis Park bathrooms. Jim stated that this is the third year that First
Dakota National Bank employees have volunteered to assist the Parks and
Recreation Department with labor for a project. Jim extended thanks to
Farren Pratt, representing the First Dakota National Bank employees.

Alderman Osborne stated that his son was unable to attend the meeting but
is working on his Eagle Scout project this week. His project is to assist
the Vermillion Food Pantry with the collection of personal care items
such as soap, diapers and shampoo. The collection will take place on
Wednesday, July 17" at Wal-Mart from 4:30 p.m. to 7:00 p.m.

B. First reading of Ordinance 1302 - To rezone Tract 1, or portion
thereof, Bliss Third Addition to the City of Vermillion, Clay County,
South Dakota from the Natural Resource Conservation District to the Bliss
Pointe Planned Development District (located north of Main Street and
west of Stanford Street)

Jose Dominguez, City Engineer, reported that the public hearing 1is
required to change the zoning for a portion of Bliss Pointe Tract 1 from
Natural Resource Conservation (NRC) to the Bliss Pointe Planned
Development District. Jose stated that, when property is annexed into the
city, it enters at the most restrictive zoning, being NRC. Jose stated
that the proposed Bliss Pointe Planned Development District will be
divided into four areas and reviewed the makeup of each area. Jose noted



that the Planning Commission recommended approval of the final plat and
the amendment to the zoning ordinance to create the Bliss Pointe Planned
Development District at their July 8" meeting. Jose answered questions
of the City Council on the ordinance.

Jose Dominguez, City Engineer, reported that this is second reading of
the ordinance to provide for wayfinding signs. Jose stated that the
background for this ordinance was a request for wayfinding signs in 2010
by the University of South Dakota. Jose stated that the SD Department of
Transportation denied this type of sign but since has worked with the
City in developing criteria by which these signs will be allowed. The
criteria requires an ordinance that outlines the requirements for this
type of signs be adopted by the local government. Jose stated that the
ordinance has been reviewed by the DOT and recommended approval of second
reading. Jose answered questions on the ordinance and the signs.

ORDINANCE NO. 1301
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING CHAPTER 152, SIGNS, SECTION 152.02 DEFINITIONS,
AND ADDING SECTION 152.14 WAYFINDING SIGNS, OF THE 2008 REVISED
ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF VERMILLION, SOUTH DAKOTA, REGARDING
REGULATIONS FOR SIGNS WITHIN THE CITY OF VERMILLION AND THE JOINT
JURISDICTIONAL ZONING AREA OF CLAY COUNTY.

BE IT ORDAINED, BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF VERMILLION, SOUTH
DAKOTA:

That Sections 152.02 be amended to read as follows and the additional new
Section 152.14 read as follows:

152.02 DEFINITIONS

WAYFINDING SIGN. A sign used to direct tourists, wvisitors, and other
road users to key civic, cultural and visitor attractions within the
City.

152.14 WAYFINDING SIGNS
(A) Criteria
a. Wayfinding signs will be allowed for locations meeting the
following criteria:
i. Civic Destinations:
1. City administrative facilities
2. County administrative facilities



3. State administrative facilities
4. University of South Dakota administrative facilities
ii. Cultural Destinations:
. City and County parks
. Public libraries
. Public museums
. 4-H Grounds
. Vermillion High School athletic and cultural facilities
6. University of South Dakota athletic and cultural
facilities
iii. Visitor Destinations:
1. Business areas (e.g. downtown) directly associated, and
impacted, by tourists. A business within a business area
will not be allowed to have a separate place within a
wayfinding guide sign.
(B) Design
a. Number of destinations:
i. Only three destinations will be allowed on a sign
within the State’s right-of-way.
ii. Only four destinations will be allowed on a sign
within the City’s right-of-way.
b. Size:
i. Signs within the State’s right-of-way shall be no more
than 48 inches wide and 56 inches tall.
ii. Signs within the City’s right-of-way will be the same
width, but shall be 64 inches tall.
iii. The height of either sign includes the space for the City
logo.
c. Text:
i. The text shall be, at a minimum, 6 inches for the uppercase
letters and 4 % inches for the lowercase letters.
ii. The text shall comply with the latest version of the Manual
on Uniform Traffic Control Devices.
d. Colors:
i. Background: White
ii. Text: Black
iii. Arrows: Red
iv. Outside Border: Black
v. Inside Border: Red
e. Retroreflectivity:
i. Retroreflectivity shall comply with the latest version of
the Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices.
f. Sign Layout:
i. all signs shall be laid out as follows:
1. Directional arrow shall be placed on the left hand side
of the sign for destinations requiring motorists to turn
left or continue straight. Destinations requiring
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motorist to turn right shall require directional arrows
on the right hand side of the sign.
2. If multiline of text is required, the text will be
centered on the directional arrow.
3. The city logo shall be prominently displayed at the top
Of the sign.
g. Installation:

i. Signs shall be installed by City crews, or under the City
supervision. The height and lateral location of the sign
shall comply with the latest version of the Manual on
Uniform Traffic Control Devices.

h. General Provisions and Assurances:

i. Wayfinding signs shall comply with the following:

1. South Dakota Department of Transportation Policy No.
DOT-0S-0T-9.0
2. Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices.

Thereafter,
the question of the adoption of the Ordinance was put to a roll call

Mayor Powell declared that the Ordinance has
been adopted and directed publication thereof as required by law.

8. New Business

A. First reading of Ordinance No. 1303 - Adding Chapter 92 Section
92.08, Rapid Entry System, to the City Of Vermillion Code Of
Ordinances, which will require certain government, residential, and
business structures to install a rapid entry system

Richard Draper, Fire Chief, stated that, at the February 19" noon
meeting, the knoxbox rapid entry system was discussed and recommended
for all facilities. Richard stated that the knoxbox product is a



secure, safe lock box containing facility keys that is attached to
the exterior of a building. This box 1is only accessible by Fire
Department personnel giving them quick and unimpeded access to the
facility during emergencies. Quick access to the structure results in
less property damage from forcible entry and increased safety for
emergency responders. Richard stated that the proposed ordinance will
require the installation of an approved rapid entry system for new
construction commercial or industrial structures that are secured in
a manner that restricts access during an emergency, new multifamily
residential structures that have restricted access and new
governmental structures and nursing care facilities. Richard reviewed
the procedures 1in place for accessing the knoxbox by the Fire
Department. Richard noted that City facilities, ©public school
facilities and a few private businesses have or are in the process of
installing the knoxbox. Discussion followed noting that, while the
ordinance does not apply to existing facilities, those that have a
change in use or have major remodeling will need to comply. Richard
answered questions of the City Council on the proposed ordinance.

After discussion, the
question of adoption of the Resolution was put to a vote of the Governing
Body and 9 members voted in favor of and 0 members voted in opposition to
the motion. Mayor Powell declared the motion adopted.

B. Final Plat of Block 1 - 6, and Outlot A of Bliss Pointe Addition to
the City of Vermillion, Clay County, South Dakota

Jose Dominguez, City Engineer, reported on the location of the property
being platted. Jose stated that the final plat will affect an area of
roughly 28-acres in area, with the remaining area staying within Outlot A
Bliss Pointe Addition. The plat will also provide for extending West
Clark Street from Stanford Street to Kennedy Street. It will also
dedicate the right-of-way for a portion of Cornell Street and two new
roadways. The final plat will include six Dblocks for development. The



plat will also include the dedication of the required utility and
drainage easements. Jose stated that the plat was reviewed by the City’s
Planning Commission which recommended approval. Jose stated that the
developer will be asked to sign an agreement/covenant to further detail
the property owner’s responsibilities over the drainage and easements.
Jose recommended approval of the plat contingent upon the approval of the
agreement/covenant with the VCDC later on the agenda. Discussion
followed.

After reading the same once, Alderman Grayson moved approval of the
following plat contingent upon the approval of the agreement/covenant
with the VCDC later on the agenda:

WHEREAS IT APPEARS that the owners thereof have caused a plat to be made
of the following described real property: Block 1-6, and Outlot A of
Bliss Pointe Addition to the City of Vermillion, Clay County, South
Dakota for approval.

BE IT RESOLVED that the attached and foregoing plat has been submitted to
and a report and recommendations thereon made by the Vermillion Planning
Commission to the City Council of Vermillion which has approved the same.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the attached and foregoing plat has been
submitted to the Governing Body of the City of Vermillion which has
examined the same, and it appears that the systems of streets and alleys
set forth therein conforms to the system of streets and alleys of the
existing plat of such city, and that all taxes and special assessments,
if any, upon the tract or subdivision have been fully paid and that such
plat and survey thereof have been executed according to law, and the same
is hereby accordingly approved.

The motion was seconded by Alderman Ward. Discussion followed and the
question of the adoption of the Resolution was presented for a vote of
the Governing Body. 9 members voted in favor of and 0 members voted in
opposition to the Resolution. Mayor Powell declared that the Resolution
was adopted.

C. Resolution to create a Tax Increment Financing District Six on Blocks
1- 6 of Bliss Pointe Addition

John Prescott, City Manager, reported that the Vermillion Area Chamber
and Development Company has been going to great lengths to develop a
solution for the shortage of affordable, single-family housing in the
community. John noted that the VCDC purchased farmland from the Bliss
family earlier this year that has been annexed into the city, platted as
Tract 1 Bliss Third Addition and Jjust approved was the platting of



approximately 30 acres for development. To assist the VCDC with the
development costs, it was proposed that the City create a tax incremental
district. The Planning Commission held a public hearing and notice was
sent to the School Board and County Commission as required by statute.
The Planning Commission recommended approval of the creating of Tax
Incremental District Number Six. John reviewed a map of the proposed
district noting that, if approved, a tax incremental plan will be
developed that details the project costs and timeline that will be
presented to the Planning Commission for consideration before coming to
the City Council. Discussion followed.

RESOLUTION CREATING CITY OF VERMILLION
TAX INCREMENTAL DISTRICT NUMBER SIX

WHEREAS, on July 8, 2013, the Vermillion Planning Commission, in
accordance with the requirements of SDCL 11-9-3, held a Public Hearing on
the creation of a Tax Increment District in a portion of Tract 1, Bliss
Third Addition; and

WHEREAS, on July 8, 2013, the Vermillion Planning Commission did adopt
for recommendation a motion designating a tax incremental district
defined by the following boundary:

The motion was seconded by Alderman Grayson. Discussion followed and
the question of the adoption of the Resolution was presented for a
vote of the Governing Body. 9 members voted in favor of and 0 members
voted in opposition to the Resolution. Mayor Powell declared that the
Resolution was adopted.

D. Resolution addressing Vermillion River Hike/Bike Trail Reconstruction

Jose Dominguez, City Engineer, reported that the construction of the
hike/bike trail along the Vermillion River was completed in 2010. Jose
stated that, within a vyear of construction being completed, erosion
issues were noticed on the west end of the project (south of the West
Street trail head). This area was carefully monitored by City staff for
approximately 6 months at which point the area was closed due to safety
concerns. Jose noted that around the same time as erosion issues were
being noticed along the west end of the trail system, a couple of other
sections were found to be affected by erosion issues. One of these is
adjacent to the southeast corner of the property owned by Mrs. Betty M.
Grause at 904 Broadway Street. The other section is at the intersection
of the right-of-way of Austin Street and the Vermillion River. These two
areas were regularly inspected, until they were also closed to the public
in 2012 and 2013, respectively.

Jose reported that at the May 20, 2013 Council meeting a member of the
public raised concerns about the condition of the hike/bike trail. The
person was also concerned about the possibility that the trail might be
rerouted away from the Vermillion River. Jose noted that as part of the
June 3™@ noon meeting staff provided a tour of the trail and at the June
17" noon meeting alternatives and the related costs were discussed.

Jose stated that, at this point, there are few things that we can do to
stop the erosion 1issues without completing an extensive geotechnical
survey of the river’s bank. Additionally, the repairs for the area may be
limited to two very expensive solutions. These are armoring the entire
bank of the river or placing sheet pilings. Both of these options would
have to be done along the river from West Street to the spur of the trail
that goes north to the dog park. The cost for these options ranges from
$2,200,000 to $3,300,000. Jose noted that, without additional
information, it is estimated that these two options would extend the life
of the trail, however, this does not mean that the improvements could not
be eroded away with the next flood.

Jose stated that, due to the expense associated with the protection of
the river’s bank, 1t 1is recommended that the Council consider other
options for the hike/bike trail along the Vermillion River. He
recommended the following for the affected locations:

‘West Section’ - Abandon the hike/bike trail from this location east to
the South Walnut Street right-of-way and construct an overlook above the
bluff next to the river where the trail was abandoned.

‘Middle Section’ - Abandon the hike/bike trail completely west of this
location, and also abandon it from this location east to the South Walnut
Street right-of-way. Consider constructing a hike/bike trail north within
the South Walnut Street right-of-way towards the east-west alley within
Block 4 of Van Meter’s Addition. The hike/bike trail would then go west
along the alley until reaching the Morse Street right-of-way. At which
point, the bike trail would go north up to Broadway Street. The hike/bike
trail would terminate at Broadway Street until a hike/bike trail could be
built along Broadway Street going west to the trail head at West Street.

‘East Section’ - Remove the portion of the hike/bike trail falling into
the river and relocate the hike/bike trail within the platted streets
adjoining Block 3 and Block 4 of original Vermillion.

Jose stated that the estimated costs for these options would be $20,000;
$84,000 and $38,000, respectively.

Jose reported that the information from the June 17" noon meeting was
presented to the hike/bike committee involved with the original trail
planning. Jose noted that some members of the Committee suggested gravel
be placed where the trail has eroded but, after the meeting, staff
reviewed the easements granted by the abutting property owners that
require an eight-foot concrete path for the easement to remain valid.
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Jose stated that the enclosed resolution was prepared to authorize the
continued study of the west and middle sections and authorize the
relocation of the east section. Discussion continued on the resolution
including changing the resolution to include the study of other
alternatives and to authorize staff to proceed with the east section.

RESOLUTION ADDRESSING THE VERMILLION RIVER HIKE/BIKE TRAIL
RECONSTRUCTION IN THE CITY OF VERMILLION, SD

miles of hike/bike trail along the Vermillion River west of South
Dakota Street; and

WHEREAS, the City of Vermillion sees the Vermillion River as an

Background: On February 6, 2012, the City Council approved a Resolution Adopting the
Resolution of Necessity for Construction of Concrete Surfacing, Trails, Sidewalks and
Storm Sewer Improvements on Stanford Street from West Main Street to West Cherry
Street. This resolution involved the widening and construction of concrete surfacing, 8-
foot trails, 5-foot sidewalks and storm sewer improvements. Work has been completed
and the final payment has been authorized. The special assessments were calculated and
filed with the Finance Officer on July 9, 2013. At the July 15" meeting, the Council
approved a resolution setting August 5, 2013 as the hearing date. Notice of this hearing
was placed in the newspaper and mailed to the affected property owners.

Discussion: State statute requires a public hearing to consider the assessment roll be held.
At this meeting, the City Council may approve, equalize, amend or reject the assessment
roll.

A copy of the final assessment roll is attached.

Financial Consideration: The construction cost was $1,256,668.07, of which $96,674.20
Is assessable. This assessable value does not include the administrative fee; which is 8%
of the construction cost. It is also worth noting that the City will be paying $174,711.46
of the construction cost. The balance of the construction cost is paid by the City’s STIP
account.

Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration recommends approving the Resolution
Approving the Special Assessment Roll for Stanford Street.

The assessment rolls were filed in the office of
the City Finance Officer of the City of Vermillion, South Dakota on the 9th day of July 2013.

WHEREAS, said Governing Body, by resolution, fixed this time and place for hearing upon
the assessment rolls and directed the City Finance Officer of the City of Vermillion, Clay County,
South Dakota to publish a Resolution and Notice for such hearing in the official newspaper of
Vermillion, South Dakota, one week prior to the date set for said hearing.

The Finance Officer was further directed to
mail a copy of the Resolution and Notice, by first-class mail, postage thereon fully prepaid, addressed
to the property owners of any property to be assessed for such improvement at their address, as shown
by the records of the Director of Equalization, at least one week prior to the date set for the hearing.

WHEREAS, it now appears that the Finance Officer has caused notice of the hearing to be
given in the manner provided by the aforementioned Resolution and Notice, and by law.

WHEREAS, all persons interested have been given an opportunity to appear and show cause
why the Governing Body should not approve the assessment rolls, and the assessments against the
respective premises of the owners, and the Governing Body has determined that the assessment rolls
are, in all respects, true and correct and according to law.

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED, by the Governing Body of the City of
Vermillion, Clay County, South Dakota that the special assessment rolls are hereby approved without
amendment or change.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the approved assessment rolls be filed in the office of
the City Finance Officer the day after approval of the assessment rolls. The City Finance Officer shall
publish once in the official newspaper of Vermillion, South Dakota, a copy of this Resolution and
Notice along with the approved assessment rolls.



BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Finance Officer shall immediately mail to the
owner or owners of each lot, parcel or piece of ground, as shown by the assessment rolls, a copy of
this Resolution and Notice along with the approved assessment roll for that location.

NOTICE ISHEREBY GIVEN, that the assessments mentioned in the assessment rolls will
be payable according to the provisions of Plan One as set forth in Sections 9-43-30 to 9-43-41,
inclusive of the Codified Laws of 1967 of the State of South Dakota, unless superseded by a deferred
assessments agreement.

NOTICE IS FURTHER GIVEN, that any assessment under Plan One, or any installment
thereof, may be paid without interest to the City Finance Officer whose office is located in the
Municipal Building at 25 Center Street in the City of Vermillion, South Dakota, at any time within
thirty days after the filing of the approved assessment rolls in the office of said City Finance Officer.
Thereafter, and prior to the due date of the first installment, the entire assessment remaining, or any
number of installments thereof, plus interest thereon, from the filing date to the date of payment may
be paid to the said City Finance Officer. After the due date of the first installment, provided that the
installments, which are due together with interest included thereon, have been paid, any or all of the
remaining installments not yet due may be paid without additional interest to the said City Finance
Officer. All installments paid prior to their respective due dates shall be paid in inverse order of their
due dates. No installment under Plan One shall be paid to the said City Finance Officer on or after its
due date, and on and after said date such installment shall be paid only to the County Treasurer with
interest.

Background: Ribs, Rods & Rock’n Roll, Inc. has submitted an application for a special
daily malt beverage and wine license for the Ribs, Rods & Rock’n Roll event on
September 6™ & 7", 2013 on W. Main Street between High Street and Prospect Street,
Market Street from W. Main Street to Kidder Street and the Ratingen Platz at the corner
of Market Street and W. Main Street.

City ordinance on special daily licenses reads as follows:

§ 112.18 SPECIAL ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGE LICENSES ISSUED IN CONJUNCTION WITH
SPECIAL EVENTS.

(A)The City Council may grant, after public hearing, a special on-sale malt beverage and/or a
special on-sale wine license to a civic, charitable, educational, veterans, or fraternal organization
in conjunction with a special event.

(B) The City Council may grant, after public hearing, a special off-sale package wine dealers license
to a civic, charitable, educational, veterans, or fraternal organization in conjunction with a
special event. A special off-sale package wine dealers licensee may only sell wine manufactured
by a farm winery that is licensed pursuant to SDCL Ch. 35-12.

(C) Any license issued pursuant to this section shall be issued to the person and the location specified
on the application. Any license issued pursuant to this section may be issued for a period of time
established by the municipality. However, no period of time may exceed 15 consecutive days.
The granting of the special license shall be subject to such conditions and restrictions as the City
Council may deem appropriate and consistent with state law.

(D) The fee for such special licenses shall be set by resolution of the City Council.

State Statute for the special daily licenses is as follows:

35-4-124.  Special alcoholic beverage licenses issued in conjunction with special events. Any
municipality or county may issue:
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(1) A special malt beverage retailers license in conjunction with a special event within the
municipality or county to any civic, charitable, educational, fraternal, or veterans organization or
any licensee licensed pursuant to subdivision 35-4-2(4), (6), or (16) in addition to any other
licenses held by the special events license applicant;

(2) A special on-sale wine retailers license in conjunction with a special event within the
municipality or county to any civic, charitable, educational, fraternal, or veterans organization or
any licensee licensed pursuant to subdivision 35-4-2(4), (6), or (12) or chapter 35-12 in addition
to any other licenses held by the special events license applicant;

(3) A special on-sale license in conjunction with a special event within the municipality or county to
any civic, charitable, educational, fraternal, or veterans organization or any licensee licensed
pursuant to subdivision 35-4-2(4) or (6) in addition to any other licenses held by the special
events license applicant; or

(4) A special off-sale package wine dealers license in conjunction with a special event within the
municipality or county to any civic, charitable, educational, fraternal, or veterans organization or
any licensee licensed pursuant to subdivision 35-4-2(3), (5), (12), (17A), or (19) or chapter 35-12
in addition to any other licenses held by the special events license applicant. A special off-sale
package wine dealers licensee may only sell wine manufactured by a farm winery that is licensed
pursuant to chapter 35-12.

Any license issued pursuant to this section may be issued for a period of time established by the
municipality or county. However, no period of time may exceed fifteen consecutive days. No public
hearing is required for the issuance of a license pursuant to this section if the person applying for the
license holds an on-sale alcoholic beverage license or a retail malt beverage license in the municipality
or county or holds an operating agreement for a municipal on-sale alcoholic beverage license, and the
license is to be used in a publicly-owned facility. The local governing body shall establish rules to
regulate and restrict the operation of the special license, including rules limiting the number of licenses
that may be issued to any person within any calendar year.

Ribs, Rods & Rock ‘n Roll has provided an information sheet about the alcohol sales and
a diagram which are attached.

Discussion: The notice of public hearing and a report from the Police Chief are attached.
As the event will be held on a City street and City property, ordinance allows the City to
include “such conditions and restrictions, as the governing body may deem appropriate
and consistent with state law.” The street closure request and the request to exceed noise
levels are also part of this agenda. Ribs, Rods & Rock’n Roll, Inc. will sell the beer and
wine on the City streets. The actual consumption area is on W. Main Street from the
intersection of W. Main Street and Market Street to the west roughly half a block west, as
well as on Market Street from the W. Main Street and Market Street intersection south to
Kidder Street, and the Ratingen Platz. The map shows the area for the beer garden in the
lined area. The alcohol sales and consumption area remain the same as last year.
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A Release and Indemnification releasing the City from liability for the event and the
Certificate of Insurance naming the City of Vermillion as an additional insured, including
liquor liability, have been received from the organization.

Below are the special conditions required by the City Council for past Ribs, Rods &
Rock’n Roll events. Adjustments may be appropriate for the last two conditions but Staff
recommends the City Council attach the following conditions:

- A Release and Indemnification releasing the City from liability for the event.

- Certificate of insurance naming the City of Vermillion as an additional insured, including liquor
liability, for the event.

- Require the applicant identify and utilize a fenced area where alcoholic beverages may be sold and
consumed as well as a plan to monitor the entrances and exit from this area.

- State law provides if an organization conducts a street dance in conjunction with a special event,
the organization shall provide qualified security personnel as deemed necessary by the governing
body, which issued the license to maintain order during the street dance. In past years, the
organization has reimbursed the City for Police Department wages to monitor the dance. Staff
proposes that the organization again reimburse the Police Department for officers assigned to the
event but limit the overtime wage reimbursement to $1,000 or actual costs, whichever is lower.
For 2012 the overtime costs were $1,645.95 thus the amount billed was $1,000. In 2012,
reimbursement was required within 30 days of the event. The organization was also required to
provide at least six personnel with attire that stated “Event Security”.

- Require a plan for the cleanup and disposal of the cups and other materials after the event each
day.

- Restroom facilities will also need to be provided. In past years, port-a-potties were brought in for
similar events.

- Hours of sale were limited. In 2012, the sale hours approved were Friday from 4:00 pm to 1:00 am
on Saturday and again on Saturday from 11:00 am until 1:00 am Sunday. The request this year is
for Friday from 5:00 pm to midnight and Saturday from 11:00 am until midnight.

Financial Consideration: The City has received the $15 per day license fee and $15
advertising fee from the applicant for a total of $45.

Conclusion/Recommendations. Administration recommends approval of the September
6" & 7", 2013 special daily malt beverage and wine license, contingent upon the
establishment of hours that sales will be allowed for each day, that the City be provided
with a Release and Indemnification for the event, the City be named as an additional
insured on an insurance policy for the event, the City Council is comfortable that the
applicant holding the license can properly distribute malt beverages and regulate the
event, and there is complete understanding and agreement, by the applicant, with regard
to any conditions and restrictions the City Council may require after further information
Is provided at the public hearing.

I have reviewed the application for “Special Daily License {On-Sale) Malt Beverage and Wine
License” submitted by Ribs Rods & Rock’n Roll, Inc. reference their event in downtown
Vermillion on September 6th and 7th of this year. A check of the Vermillion Police Records does
not reveal any felonies with regards to the applicants. This is an annual event that involves much
of downtown, a large beer garden, and multiple entertainment venues.

This type of celebration unfortunately lends itself to some violation involving alcohol and public
disorder. However, the event planners, as in previous years, have security personnel and alcohol
control measures planned for as a part of the application. Additionally, the event has budgeted
$1000 towards overtime for additional police coverage. These preventative measures should be
adequate to allow for a safe event. | do not have any concerns regarding this event.

Subject: Special Permit to exceed permissible sound levels by no more than 50% for
Ribs, Rods & Rock’n Roll, Inc. for a Street Dance on Main Street between
High and Prospect Streets on September 6, 2013 from 5:00 p.m. to midnight
and September 7, 2013 from 5:00 p.m. to midnight

Presenter: Mike Carlson

Background: Ribs, Rods & Rock’n Roll, Inc. has applied for a special permit to exceed
allowable noise levels for several bands and for a street dance on two consecutive dates.
The first date is Friday, September 6™ beginning at 5:00 p.m. and lasting until midnight.
The second occasion begins on Saturday, September 7™ at 5:00 p.m. lasting until
midnight. A copy of the application and a map of the area are attached.

The city noise ordinance is as follows:
Sec. 90.01. Noises prohibited.

(A)General prohibitions: In addition to the specific prohibitions outlined below, it shall be unlawful
for any person to make, continue, or cause to be made or continued any loud or unusual noise so
as to disturb the peace of the public, any neighborhood, any business operation, family, lawful
assembly of persons, or any person by committing any act or acts of disturbance within the limits
of the City of Vermillion.

(B)The following acts are declared to be in violation of this chapter.

1)  Sound equipment prohibited: Except for emergency vehicles, it shall be unlawful for any
person to operate or cause to be operated upon the streets or public places in the city a sound
truck or car with sound amplification equipment in operation. “Sound truck” as used herein
means any vehicle having thereon or attached thereto any sound amplification equipment.
“Sound amplification equipment” as used herein means any machine or device for the
amplification of the human voice, music or other sound, but shall not include radio or
warning devices on vehicles used for traffic warning or control purposes.

2) Stereos, radios, television sets, musical instruments and similar devices:

a. Using, operating or permitting the use or operation of any stereo, radio, musical in-
strument, television, phonograph, drum or other machine or device for the production or
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reproduction of sound, except as provided for in paragraph (1) above, in such a manner
as to violate this section or cause a noise disturbance.

b. The operating of any such device between the hours of 11:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. the
following day in such a manner as to be plainly audible at the property boundary of the
source or plainly audible at fifty (50) feet from such device when operated within a
vehicle parked on a public right-of-way or when operated from within a private
residence.

3) Maximum permissible sound levels: It shall be unlawful for any person to operate or permit
the operation of any stationary source of sound in such a manner as to create a sound
pressure level during any ten-minute measurement period which exceeds the limits set forth
for the following receiving land use districts when measured at the boundary or at any point
within the property affected by the noise. Sound level measurements shall be made at a
distance of fifty (50) feet from source with a sound level meter of type 2 or better, using the
“A” weighting scale, in accordance with standards promulgated by the American National
Standards Institute.

Use District 11:00 p.m.-6-00 a.m. 6-00 a.m.-11:00 p.m.
Residential 50 dB(A) 55dB(A)
Commercial 55 dB(A) 60dB(A)
Industrial & Agricultural 75 dB(A) 80dB(A)

(C) It shall be a violation of this section if the sound which is measured creates a sound pressure
level greater than the levels set forth for the receiving land use district for ninety (90) per cent of
the time in any measurement period, such as the level exceeded for nine (9) minutes of a ten-
minute period.

(D) Special Permit - The City Council may, following a Public Hearing, issue a Special Permit to
exceed allowable sound levels by not more than 50% of the allowable limit within the Use
District, in a suitable location with appropriate facilities, during the allowable time. It shall be
required of any applicant for a Special Permit to demonstrate that the event for which the permit
is requested be of public benefit. An applicant shall submit a diagram clearly showing the sound
level projections beginning at a point fifty (50) feet from the source, and continuing out through
a radius of two hundred (200) feet from the source. Application for a Special Permit shall be
made with the City Finance Officer, and shall be accompanied with an application fee of $25.00.
Application for a Special Permit shall be completed no later than 30 days prior to the proposed
event, and it shall contain all applicable information relative to the nature and purpose of the
event. (Ord. No. 1100, 10-1-01)

(E) Semi-tractors; prohibited noises: It shall be unlawful for any person within the city limits of
Vermillion, to make, or cause to be made, loud or disturbing or offensive noises with any
mechanical devices operated by compressed air and used for purposes of assisting braking on
any semi-tractor, except for the aversion of imminent danger. (Ord. No. 1102, 10-15-01)

Violation: Any person violating any provision of this section may be punished by a fine of not more
than one hundred dollars ($100.00) or by imprisonment not to exceed thirty (30) days, or by both
such fine and imprisonment. Each day such violation is committee or permitted to continue shall
constitute a separate offense and shall be punishable as such.
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Discussion: The application and map indicate that the stage and sound system will be on
the Platz this year. In past years the stage was on Main Street and faced toward the east.
The street closing and the closing of other City property is under new business on this
agenda.

The City Council will need to determine, at the public hearing, if it is in a suitable
location, with appropriate facilities, during the allowable time, and if the applicant can
demonstrate the public benefit of the event. Relevant questions, for a public gathering,
when a noise permit is sought, include the availability of restroom facilities; clean up of
the area, and disposal of waste.

Financial Consideration: The Committee has paid the $25 fee for the noise permit.

Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration recommends approval of the special
permit unless information is presented at the public hearing that indicates that there were
problems related to the noise.

Permit to exceed allowable noise levels

The City Ordinance on Noises Prohibited can be found in Section 90.01 of the City Ordinance.
The ordinance provides for a special permit to exceed the allowable sound levels is as follows:

(d) Special Permit The City Council may, following a Public Hearing, issue a Special
Permit to exceed allowable sound levels by not more than 50% of the allowable limit
within the Use District, in a suitable location with appropriate facilities, during the
allowable time. It shall be required of any applicant for-a Special Permit to demonstrate
that the event for which the permit is requested be of public benefit.

Background: The Vermillion Area Chamber and Development Company has been going
to great lengths to develop a solution for the shortage of affordable, single-family housing
in the community. The VCDC board closed on the purchase of farmland in late April
2013 from the Bliss Family; with approximately 30 acres developable. The land is
located west of Stanford Street and has been annexed into the City. A preliminary plat for
the area was approved by the Planning Commission on June 24" and a final plat was
considered on July 8" with a recommendation of approval. Also on July 8, the Planning
Commission considered the amendment to create the Bliss Pointe PDD and forwarded a
recommendation to approve.

Discussion: The proposed Planned Development District will be divided into four areas.
Area A will be single-family detached dwellings; Area B will include a mix of single-
family detached dwellings and single-family attached dwellings by conditional use
permit; Area C will include multiple family housing; Area D will include some light
commercial, including primarily office, retail and restaurant uses. Single family detached
dwellings will be the primary use within the district. The regulations are largely the same
as what is required by R-1, R-2 and R-3 uses, with some exceptions for smaller lot sizes
and reduced setbacks. The goal of the development is to create affordable housing
opportunities for families; therefore, development is denser in order to save on
infrastructure costs for the developer and homeowner who will ultimately purchase the
lot. Lots will be available for a variety of home types and sizes.

Financial Consideration: Costs for the required publications of the ordinance.

Conclusion/Recommendations: The VCDC has gone to great lengths to address the
housing needs of the community. The development of the Bliss land will have a
significant impact on housing options for families looking to relocate to Vermillion or
move on the next level of homeownership. Administration finds that the ordinance meets
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all of the requirements of the zoning regulations and recommends approval. Since this is
the second reading of the ordinance, a roll-call vote is required.

Presenter: Richard Draper

Background: At the February 19" Noon meeting the Fire Department discussed

the new inspection program. During the presentation the knoxbox rapid entry
system was discussed and recommended for all facilities by the Fire Department.

The knoxbox product is a secure, safe lock box containing facility keys that
correspond to the exterior of a building. This box is only accessible by fire
department personnel giving them quick and unimpeded access to the facility
during emergencies. Quick access to the structure results in less property damage
from forcible entry and increased safety for emergency responders.

Discussion: Staff prepared the proposed ordinance that will require the installation
of an approved rapid entry system for new construction structures. EXisting
buildings are not covered under this ordinance. At this time, the approved rapid
entry system is provided from Knox Box.

Facilities covered by this ordinance include:
- New commercial or industrial structures that are secured in a manner that

restricts access during an emergency.
- New multifamily residential structures that have restricted access.
- New governmental structures and nursing care facilities.

Even though the proposed ordinance does not require existing buildings to install
the Knox Box rapid key entry system, the Vermillion Fire Department
recommends and endorses that this system be provided in an approved location on
the exterior of all buildings listed under the ordnance. City facilities, Vermillion
Public School District as well as a couple of existing private businesses have or are
in the process of installing a Knox Box.
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Financial Consideration: At this time, the only cost incurred by the City is
publication cost of the ordinance. The cost for a box ranges from $100 to $200.

Conclusion/Recommendations. Administration recommends adoption of second
reading of ordinance number 1303. Since this is the second reading of the
ordinance, a roll-call vote is required.




ORDINANCE NO. 1303

AN ORDINANCE ADDING CHAPTER 92 SECTION 92.08 RAPID ENTRY SYSTEM TO THE OF
THE REVISED ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF VERMILLION, SOUTH DAKOTA WHICH
WILL REQUIRE CERTAIN GOVERNMENT, RESIDENTIAL, AND BUSINESS STRUCTURES TO
INSTALL A RAPID ENTRY SYSTEM.

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Governing Body of the City of Vermillion, South Dakota, that Chapter 92
Section 08 is added and it is hereby ordained by authority of the same as follows:

§ 92.08 RAPID ENTRY SYSTEM

(A) The following newly constructed structures shall be equipped with a key lock box at or within 15
feet of the main entrance or such other location required by the fire chief:
(1) Commercial or industrial structures that are secured in a manner that restricts access during
an emergency;
(2)  Multifamily residential structures that have restricted access; and
(3)  Governmental structures and nursing care facilities.

(B) All newly constructed structures or complexes subject to this section shall have the key lock box
installed and operational prior to the issuance of an occupancy permit.

(C) The fire chief shall designate the type of key lock box system to be implemented within the city and
shall have the authority to require all applicable structures to use the designated system.

(D) The owner or operator of a structure or complex required to have a key lock shall, at all times, keep a
key in the lock box, or maintain the operation of the box at all times.

(E) The fire chief shall be authorized to implement rules and regulations for the use of the lock box
system.

(F) Any person who owns or operates a structure or complex subject to this section shall be subject to
the penalties set forth in all sections of the Code for any violation of this section; provided that the
maximum fine for a conviction for a violation of this section shall be $100.00.

(G) All requests for the designated key lock box system shall be coordinated through the fire chief. The
fire chief shall approve the location of the box on each site.

(H) The fire chief shall provide a list of compatible entry systems.
(1) Box systems must be UL Listed and test box system.



(I) All surface mount box systems shall be securely installed on the address side of the building and 7-
10 feet from ground level or if a recessed box is installed, the box may be installed at eye level on
the address side of the building.

(J) Inside the box system, a master key for all exterior and interior locks must be placed inside.
(1)  No more than two keys permitted inside the box without approval of the fire chief;
(2)  If two keys are present inside the box, the keys must be clearly labeled “Exterior Doors,” etc.
(3) Master electronic key cards may be placed inside instead of a physical key.

(K) The location of the installation must be approved by the Fire Chief or his (her) designee prior to
being installed.

Subject Resolution authorizing the submission of a grant application to DENR for
assistance in funding the baler building at the Landfill

Presenter: Jose Dominguez
Background: The landfill baler building and several pieces of equipment were lost

during a fire on October 22, 2012. Due to the loss the City has been in the process of
acquiring all of the lost equipment and constructing a baler building.

The insurance carrier agreed to pay for a replacement of the building lost during the fire.
The insurance estimated the replacement cost of the baler building at $663,788 and will
provide this funding to the City.

Discussion: As mentioned above the amount that will be collected from the insurance
carrier will be enough to cover for the construction of a new building matching the size as
the one destroyed in the fire. However, the proposed building will be approximately 30-
feet longer and thus will cost more to build. The increase in size is due to a couple of
factors; first, the building that was destroyed in the fire was considered too small and
unsafe during operations. This was made obvious during several inspections by the City’s
Safety Committee during the process of utilizing the loaders to empty some of the
garbage trucks. Secondly, maintenance tools and equipment used at the landfill are stored
inside the building. These pieces of equipment include three loaders, two roll-off trucks,
one scraper, one maintainer and one bull-dozer. In the previous building the maintainer
and one of the roll-off trucks were left outside due to lack of space. Thirdly, the size of
the building that was destroyed was nearing the end of its capacity.

The amount that will be collected from the insurance carrier will not be sufficient to
cover the increase in cost for the larger building. DENR has proposed that the City apply
for a grant and utilize the grant, along with the insurance money and City funds, to pay
for the construction of a larger building.
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Financial Consideration: At this point it is estimated the new, larger, building will cost
$997,291. Of this, the insurance will cover $663,788, the City will fund $133,503 and the
grant would cover up to $200,000. This is assuming that the actual construction cost
would be more than estimated.

Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration recommends approval of the resolution
authorizing the submittal of the grant application to the South Dakota Department of
Environment and Natural Resources and also authorizing the City Manager to sign any
related documents.




RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE
GRANT/LOAN APPLICATION TO DENR FOR LANDFILL

WHEREAS, the City of Vermillion is a member of the Joint Powers agreement for the
operation of the Vermillion Landfill and an integrated solid waste system, and;

WHEREAS, the organization serves the solid waste disposal and recycling needs of the
residents of Clay and Yankton Counties along with many areas of the region, and,;

WHEREAS, the City of Vermillion is the member that is responsible for the operation of
the Vermillion Landfill, and;

WHEREAS, the landfill experienced a fire on October 22, 2012 which destroyed the
baler building, baler and all equipment stored within the building, and;

WHEREAS, insurance proceeds will cover most of the cost to replace the baler building
and equipment, and,;

WHEREAS, the City desires to relocate the baler building to a new location within the
existing facility and construct a larger building to better serve Clay and Yankton Counties
and other communities that utilize the facility.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that a grant/loan application requesting grant
funds of $200,000; insurance payment of $663,788 and $133,503 of solid waste
department funds; for a total project of $997,291 be submitted to the South Dakota
Department of Environment and Natural Resources Regional Landfill Fund for assistance
and the City Manager be authorized to execute the application on behalf of the City of
Vermillion.

Background: As part of the nuisance abatement process, the City incurred costs for
tagging, hiring contractors to mow or remove the snow, remove debris and remove
dangerous buildings. The following state statute provided for the special assessment of
these costs:

21-10-6. Abatement of nuisance--Notice required--Taxing cost of abatement--Civil action. A public nuisance
may be abated without civil action by any public body or officer as authorized by law. Any municipality,
county, or township may defray the cost of abating a public nuisance by taxing the cost thereof by special
assessment against the real property on which the nuisance occurred. If the nuisance abated is an unsafe or
dilapidated building, junk, trash, debris, or similar nuisance arising from the condition of the property, the
municipality, county, or township may commence a civil action against the owner of the real property for its
costs of abatement in lieu of taxing the cost by special assessment.

Any private person may also abate a public nuisance which is specially injurious to such person or any
private nuisance injurious to such person by removing or if necessary destroying that which constitutes the
nuisance without committing a breach of the peace or doing unnecessary injury. If a private nuisance results
from a mere omission of the wrongdoer, and cannot be abated without entering upon the wrongdoer's land,
reasonable notice shall be given to the wrongdoer before entering to abate it.

Discussion: The special assessment process provides that the governing body: (1) set a
public hearing; and (2) notify the property owners of the hearing by both sending notice
and publishing the notice of the hearing. The notice calls for the public hearing to be held
on September 3, 2013. Following the public hearing, the City Council will adopt a
resolution approving the special assessment roll with any added adjustments in the
amounts.

Financial Consideration: The cost will be postage and the publication of the notice.

Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration recommends the adoption of the
resolution that sets the public hearing date for September 3, 2013.

Subject: Presentation of the 2014 Proposed Budget

Presenter  John Prescott

Background: Each year, the City staff prepares a proposed budget for the next fiscal
year. The proposed budget documents for 2014 will be presented at the meeting on
Monday night (August 5, 2013). The actual discussion and presentation of the respective

departmental budgets will take place on August 13 and 14, 2013 after the City Council
has had a chance to review the documents.

Discussion: The budget utilizes conservative fiscal principals to develop a plan of action
for 2014. The first penny of sales tax, along with the General Fund, is utilized primarily
for operating costs while the second penny funds capital expenses per the locally adopted
ordinance. With the expansion of housing areas in Vermillion, the proposed budget
includes funding for costs which are City and not developer responsibilities. A
considerable amount of the proposed 2014 budget reflects the same level of expenditures
as the 2013 budget year with inflationary increases.

A series of proposed budget review sessions are being planned starting with Tuesday,
August 13, 2013 at 5:15 p.m. in the large conference room on the second floor of City
Hall. City staff, and outside agencies, will present their budget requests during the
sessions scheduled for August 13" and August 14".

The budget was prepared with the assistance of all Departments. Mike Carlson, Andy
Colvin, and Intern Ted Cherry were instrumental in the development of the proposed
2014 budget.

Financial Consideration: The budget that the City Council ultimately adopts will
determine the revenue streams and expenditures for 2014.

Conclusion/Recommendations: The City Council is asked to review the budget
document, make any needed changes during the budget hearings, and ultimately adopt a
budget for 2014 in September.

Subject: Landfill Baler Building Bid Opening

Presenter: Jose Dominguez

Background: The Landfill baler building and all of the bailing equipment were lost
during a fire on October 22, 2012. Due to the loss the City has been in the process of
purchasing new bailing equipment. The City has also been working to replace the
building that was destroyed during the fire.

The City and the insurance carrier agreed on a replacement cost of $663,788 for a new
baler building equal to the size that was destroyed.

Bids were opened August 5, 2013. The City sent requests for bids to nine builders. From
this, the City only received two bids for the construction of the building. The low bid was
from Peska Construction, from Sioux Falls, for the amount of $1,060,000. The other bid
received was for $1,228,000. The engineer’s estimate was for $850,000.

Discussion: The cost of the new baler building was expected to be more than the agreed
replacement cost due to the fact that the new building will be larger than the one
destroyed by fire. The building that was destroyed measured 80-feet by 130-feet; while
the new building will measure 80-feet by 160-feet. However, the discrepancy between the
engineer’s estimate and the low bid could be attributed to the proposed schedule. The
proposed schedule is laid out to have the baler delivered to the site and the concrete in the
building completed at the same time (towards the beginning of November). This would
have given the contractor an additional month to complete the building after the baler
would have been delivered to the landfill. However, the steel manufacturer for the
building requires at least a twelve week lead time to construct the steel required. This
only left two months for the building to be erected and all of the finishing to be
completed. Several of the contractors thought that the schedule was too aggressive and
would not allow enough time to complete the building without penalties being enforced.



9. Bid Openings; item a

State statute 5-18B-5 allows the City to negotiate with the low bidder if the bid exceeds
the estimated cost of the project. Staff has been in contact with the low bidder to discuss
possible options to lower the bid to a more manageable amount. In case that the
negotiations do not result in a lower bid amount, the project will be rebid with a more
lenient schedule that takes into consideration most of the contractors concerns.

Financial Consideration: This project was not budgeted for in 2013 as the fire had not
yet taken place. The money collected from the insurance company will be used to cover
part of the cost of the project. The remaining portion will be paid by a combination of
City and potential DENR Grant funds. At this point it is estimated that the budget will
have to be revised by $133,503.

Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration recommends tabling the approval of the
low bid for this project until August 14, 2013 when the City Council will meet to review
the proposed 2014 budget. By this time Staff should have either a recommendation to
approve a lower bid amount or to rebid the project.

Background: The City opened bids on Wednesday, July 31' 2013 at 2:00 p.m. for the
annual supply of liquefied propane for the Wastewater Treatment Plant, Landfill, and
Recycling Center. A copy of the bid tabulation is attached.

Discussion: The City uses approximately 35,000 gallons of propane annually. Long’s
Propane was the low bidder in 2012 at $1.045/gallon for a total of $36,575. The low bid
in 2011 was $58,765. The low bidder this year is Butch’s Propane for $1.089/gallon for a
total of $38,115. Bidding is required by State law when the annual purchase of a material
exceeds $25,000.

Financial Consideration: Money has been budgeted in the Wastewater Treatment and
Solid Waste Funds. The City only pays for actual gallons used.

Conclusion/Recommendations. Administration recommends awarding the annual supply
of up to 35,000 gallons of liquefied propane to the low bidder, Butch’s Propane for
$1.089/gallon for a total of $38,115.
