2. Proposed updates to 90.70 -90.99 (Tree Ordinance) – Jim Goblirsch 

 

Jim Goblirsch, Director of Parks and Recreation, reported that he has 

been requested to review and update the City Tree Ordinance. Jim 

reported that he has worked with all City departments that are impacted 

by trees in preparing the draft ordinance that was handed out.   

 

Aaron Baedke, Parks Supervisor, reviewed examples of good boulevard 

trees as well as examples of improper boulevard trees.   

 

Jim reviewed the major changes that are being proposed for the tree 

ordinance. He stated that a Tree Guide was developed to supplement the 

ordinance as well as document information on tree care. Jim stated that 

the street tree planting permit, as well as removal permit, will still 

be required. Jim stated that his plan would be to have the Tree Board 

develop objectives to promote tree planting as well as educational 

sessions. Jim answered questions of the City Council on the proposed 

tree ordinance as well as the tree guide. Discussion followed on the 

tree ordinance. 

 

3. Proposed Cottage Avenue water main replacement project – Jason 

Anderson 

 

Jason Anderson, Assistant City Engineer, reported that a water main 

break along the Cottage Street 16” water main in November, 2013 brought 

to light the condition of this section of water main and the need for 

replacement. He noted that there had been two previous main breaks 

along this section but the last break showed significant deterioration 

to the pipe. Jason stated that sections of the pipe are available for 

inspection at the front of the room. Jason stated that alternatives to 

open digging were reviewed for the replacement of this water main but, 
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because of the location of the sewer laterals and other underground 

utilities, these were not feasible. Jason stated that the 

recommendation is to replace this section of pipe by open trench at an 

estimated cost of $190,000. Jason noted that this was not budgeted for 

2014 but will require a budget amendment. Jason stated that the project 

will require that temporary water service be provided to the homes 

along this section of Cottage Street. Parking will be removed from the 

west side but two lanes of traffic will remain.  The sidewalk and 

driveways will need to be removed with the specifications calling for 

driveways to be open each evening. Jason and Randy Isaacson, Water 

Superintendent, answered questions of the City Council on the Cottage 

Street water main replacement project. Jason stated that, if there were 

no objections from the City Council they would proceed with setting up 

a meeting with the citizens impacted by the project.  

 

4. Briefing on the March 17, 2014 City Council Regular Meeting 

 

Council reviewed items on the agenda with City staff. No action was 

taken. 

 

Dan Siefken, representing the Multihousing Association, asked the City 

Council if it would consider appointing a committee to look into the 

egress window requirements of the proposed ordinance. Dan stated that 

he was concerned that rental housing code only applies to egress window 

requirements to rental property, not all housing in the community.  

 

John Prescott, City Manager, reported that the City adopted a rental 

housing code in 1975 that required adequate sized egress windows in 

rental bedrooms which was amended in 1986 to require minimum window 

size of 5 square feet.   

 

Discussion followed on the egress window code as it applied to owner 

occupied homes vs. rental property. The discussion included minimum 

egress window size as well as the timeline for complying that was 

included in the ordinance. It was noted that the ordinance allows five 

years for compliance except for those that have been previously 

replaced with inadequate sized windows or windows smaller than three 

square feet in area. The consensus of the City Council was to not 

appoint a committee at this time.

Each and all of the regulations, provisions, penalties, 

conditions, and terms of the International Building Code, 2012 Edition, 

on file in the locations mentioned above are hereby referred to, 

adopted, and made a part hereof, as if fully set out in the ordinance, 

with the additions, insertions, deletions, and changes if any, 

prescribed below. The minimum building standards of International 

Building Code, 2012 Edition, and amendment thereto shall be applied to 

any building permit issued after the effective adoption date.  

  

The following additions, deletions, modifications and or amendments to 

the International Building Code 2012 are hereby incorporated into and 

made a part of this code.   

 

International Building Code modifications

103.2 Appointment. Not adopted by the City 

 

104.8 Liability. The Building Official, member of the Board of Appeals 

or employee charged with the enforcement of this code while acting for 

the jurisdiction in good faith and without malice shall not thereby be 

rendered liable personally and is hereby relieved from personal 

liability for any damage accruing to persons or property as a result of 

any act or by reason of an act or omission in the discharge of official 

duties. Any suit instituted against an officer or employee because of 

an act performed by that officer or employee in the lawful discharge of 

duties and under the provisions of this code shall be afforded all the 

protection provided by the city’s insurance pool and any immunities and 

defenses provided by other applicable state and federal law and shall 

be defended by legal representative of the jurisdiction until the final 

termination of the proceedings. The building official or any 

subordinate shall not be liable for cost in any action, suit, or 

proceeding that is instituted in pursuance of the provisions of this 

code.  

 

This code shall not be construed to relieve or lessen the 

responsibility of any person owning, operating, or controlling any 

building or structure for any damages to persons or property caused by 

defects, nor shall the city, its officers and employees, be held as 

assuming any such liability by reason of the inspections authorized by 

this code or any permits or certificates issued under this code.  

 

105.1 Permit Required. Fees for replacement window permits shall be set 

by Resolution. Any owner or authorized agent who intends to construct, 

enlarge, alter, repair, move, demolish, or change the occupancy of a 

building or structure of which is regulated by this code, or to cause 

any such work to be done, shall first make application to the building 

official and obtain the required permit. The building official may 

exempt permits for minor work.  

 

(a) Replacement windows in existing openings 
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 All window replacement shall require a building permit. 

Replacement windows shall conform to the code for new construction 

whenever possible, including but not limited to light, ventilation, 

safety glazing and egress. Windows that cannot meet the code for new 

construction within the existing opening shall utilize the opening to 

its maximum potential to comply. Double hung windows or sliding windows 

that limit light, ventilation or egress are required to be changed to a 

casement style or similar to maximize the opening. Windows located in 

rental housing shall meet the requirement to provide for the health, 

safety and welfare of the occupants. Fee shall be set by Resolution of 

the City of Vermillion Governing Body.  

 

Exceptions  

The replacement of glazing only, in non hazardous location shall not 

require a permit. 

 

105.2 Work exempt from permit. Exemptions from permit requirements of 

this code shall not be deemed to grant authorization for any work to be 

done in any manner in violation of the provisions of this code or any 

other laws or ordinances of this jurisdiction. Permits shall not be 

required for the following:

1. One-story detached accessory structures with side walls no 

greater than 8 feet in height, used as tool and storage sheds, 

playhouses, and similar uses, provided the floor area does not 

exceed 120 square feet. 

 

2. Retaining walls that are not over 4 feet in height measured 
from the bottoms of the grade elevation to the top of the 

wall, unless supporting a surcharge. 

 

3. Water tanks supported directly upon grade if the capacity does 
not exceed 5,000 gallons and the ratio of height to diameter 

or width does not exceed 2 to 1. 

 

4. Painting, papering, tiling, carpeting, cabinets, counter tops, 
and similar finish work. 

 

5. Prefabricated swimming pools accessory to a Group R-3 

occupancy that are less than 52 inches deep, are not greater 

than 9,000 gallons and are installed entirely above ground 

 

6. Swings and other playground equipment accessory to detached 

one- and two-family dwellings 
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7. Window awnings supported by an exterior wall which do not 

project more than 54 inches from the exterior wall and do not 

require additional support. 

 

8. Decks not exceeding 200 square feet in area and not more than 
30 inches above grade at any point within 3 feet of the deck.  

9. Exterior Siding, Design and installation shall conform to 

Chapter 7 wall covering. 

 

  10. Roofing, Design and installation shall conform to Chapter 9 

   roof assemblies. 

 

  11. Sidewalks and driveways. A driveway permit is required from  

      the City Engineer. 

 

  12. Temporary motion picture, television, and theater stage sets 

      and scenery. 

 

  13. Shade cloth structures constructed for nursery or 

      agricultural purposes, not including service systems.  

 

107.3.1 Approval of Construction Documents. When the building official 

issues a permit, the construction documents shall be approved, in 

writing or by stamp, as “Approved.” One set of construction documents 

so reviewed shall be retained by the building official. The site 

submittal set shall be returned to the applicant, shall be kept at the 

site of work, and shall be open to inspection by the building official 

or duly authorized representative.  

 

109.2 Schedule of Permit Fees. Fees shall be set by Resolution of the 

City of Vermillion Governing Body.  

 

109.4 Work Commencing Before Permit Issuance. Any person who commences 

work requiring a permit on a building or structure before obtaining the 

necessary permits shall be subject to a fee established by Resolution 

of the City of Vermillion’s Governing Body and shall be in addition to 

the required permit fees. Legal and/or civil proceedings may also be 

commenced.  

 

109.7 Delinquent Accounts. The building official may refuse to issue 

permits, register rental units or conduct inspections for any person or 

business that has a delinquent account with any City department. 

 

The building official shall indicate on the 

building permit the inspections required for each job and upon 

notification shall make the inspections.

Any person having any record title or 

legal interest in the dwelling, dwelling unit, rooming unit, or 

premises directly affected by a decision of the Code Official or a 

notice or order issued under this code shall have the right to appeal 

to the Board of Appeals, provided that a written application for appeal 

is filed within 20 days after the day the decision, notice or order was 

served. An application for appeal shall be based on a claim that the 

true intent of this code or the rules legally adopted there under have 

been incorrectly interpreted, the provisions of this code do not fully 

apply, or the requirements of this code are adequately satisfied by 

other means. 

 

113.2 Forms. Appeals shall be submitted on the forms provided by the 

Code Official.  Applications must be accompanied with the application 

fee, applications without fees shall not be considered filed until the 

fee is received. 

 

113.3 Membership of board. The Board of Appeals shall consist of the 

City of Vermillion Governing Body. 

 

113.4 Chairman. The Governing Body’s presiding member shall serve as 

the chairman of the Board of Appeals. 

 

113.5 Disqualification of member. A member shall not hear an appeal in 

which that member has a personal, professional or financial interest.  

 

113.6 Secretary. The Governing Body shall designate a qualified person 

to serve as secretary to the board. The secretary shall file a detailed 

record of all proceedings in the office of the chief administrative 

officer. 

 

113.7 Notice of Meeting. The Board of Appeals shall meet upon notice 

from the chairman within 30 days of the filing of an appeal, or at 

stated periodic meetings. 
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113.8 Open hearing. All hearings before the board shall be open to the 

public. The appellant, the appellant’s representative, the Code 

Official and any person whose interests are affected shall be given an 

opportunity to be heard. A quorum shall consist of a minimum of two-

thirds of the board membership. 

 

113.9 Procedure. The board shall adopt and make available to the public 

through the secretary procedures under which a hearing will be 

conducted. The procedures shall not require compliance with strict 

rules of evidence, but shall mandate that only relevant information be 

received. 

 

113.10 Postponed hearing. When the full board is not present to hear an 

appeal, either the appellant or the appellant’s representative shall 

have the right to request a postponement of the hearing.

Application for review 

shall be made in the manner and time required by law following the 

filing of the decision in the office of the chief administrative 

officer. 

 

113.15 Stays of enforcement. Appeals of notice and orders (other than 

Imminent Danger notices) shall stay the enforcement of the notice and 

order until the appeal is heard by the appeals board. 

 

113.16 Fees. The fee for appeal application will be set by Resolution. 

Fees are required for appeal requests regardless of the outcome of the 

request and are nonrefundable. 

 

114.4 Violation penalties. Any person who violates a provision of this 

code or fails to comply with any of the requirements thereof or who 

erects, constructs, alters or repairs a building or structure in 

violation of the approved construction documents or directive of the 

Building Official, or of a permit or certificate issued under the

 Be both aesthetically and structurally similar to the

Exhaust ducts shall be supported at intervals not to exceed 12 feet and 

shall be secured in place. The insert end of the duct shall extend into 

the adjoining duct or fitting in the direction of airflow. Exhaust duct 

joints shall be sealed in accordance with Section M1601.4.

The Governing Body of the City of Vermillion does ordain as follows:

The 

following additions, deletion, modification or amendment to the 

International Fire Code 2012 edition, listed by Fire Code section 92.04 

are hereby incorporated into and made part of the code. 

 

Section 2. That the following sections are hereby revised:

the question of the adoption of the Ordinance was put to a roll call 

vote of the Governing Body, and the members voted as follows:  Collier-

Motion carried 9 to 0. Mayor Powell declared that the Ordinance has 

been adopted and directed publication thereof as required by law.  

 

B. Second Reading of Ordinance 1310 to amend Chapter 150 Building 

Regulations, Section 150.50 International Property Maintenance Code, 

Adopting and Enacting the 2012 International Property Maintenance Code 

as modified by the City; to amend Chapter 94 Rental Housing Code 

deleting Sections 94.07(3)(d),(e)(5)(a)(b),(6),(7) Enforcement Notice 

and Hearing and Section 94.09 (A) and (B) Board of Housing Appeals to 

Eliminate Conflicting Appeal Sections between the Rental Housing Code 

and the International Property Maintenance Code and Add Standards and 

Deadlines for Compliance for Emergency Escape and Rescue Openings in 

Existing Buildings and Return Air and Controllable Heat Sources in 

Existing Buildings. 
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Farrel Christensen, Building Official, reported that since first 

reading that there have been discussions with the Multihousing 

Association which have resulted in some changes to the proposed 

ordinance. Farrel stated that the dates in 94.02 (J) 1. & 2. were 

changed from 1988 to 1986 to reflect the building code. Farrel stated 

that an exception was added to the ordinance. This exception states 

that egress windows that are less than 18" in width, 24" in height or 

less than 3 square foot in area need to be replaced by September 1, 

2014. All other egress windows in structures built prior 1974 will have 

until July 1, 2019 to become compliant with this code. Farrel noted 

that egress windows that were changed and reduced the opening size are 

not included in this exception and will be required to be replaced with 

the correct size window no later than September 1, 2014. Farrel noted 

that any rental unit not currently registered will be required to 

comply with the minimum standards established in this code and none of 

the exceptions will apply. He stated that this exception maintains the 

4.5 square foot requirement that the Fire Chief agreed is the minimum 

safe size but allows owners with windows that do not pose an imminent 

danger to the occupants as deemed hazardous by the Fire Chief to have 

until July 1, 2019 to bring existing windows up to code. The change 

referenced above has been included in the ordinance and is in section 

94.02 J 3 Exception. 

 

Farrel stated that one other item was the allegation that this code 

requirement should apply to owner occupied structures. He stated that 

the contention is that the use is the same under the code which is not 

correct. Farrel stated that the building code applies construction 

standards based on occupancy classification; apartment houses, boarding 

housing, and similar use are classified as Residential Group R division 

2. Farrel stated that all single family homes are classified as 

Residential Group R division 3. Farrel stated that Single Family 

Dwellings whether owner occupied or rental do share the same 

classification R-3 however the use is very different. Rental units are 

owned by investors whose primary concern is a return on an investment. 

Owner occupied homes are not commercial investments and the owners 

primary concern is himself or family, a very different situation. A 

single family rental owner is making decisions based on how much an 

investment will return while the owner occupied single family owner is 

basing his decisions on his family. Farrel stated that it is important 

to remember that the new window replacement ordinance does apply to 

owner occupied structures.   

 

Farrel stated that the ordinance will establish 4.5 square feet area as 

the minimum size for egress windows for all rental units. 

 

Dan Siefgen, Multihousing Association, wanted to thank Alderman Willson 

and Zimmerman along with City staff for working with them on this 
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issue. He noted that the association is in agreement with everything 

except the requirement that structures built prior to 1974 will need to 

have egress windows of at least 4.5 square feet in area in all bedroom 

windows. He noted that these homes may require structural alterations 

for these windows to be installed. Dan requested that the City Council 

establish a committee to review options for the older housing stock to 

accommodate this egress window requirement. 

 

Discussion followed with Farrel stating that the Code Enforcement 

office has documented 157 windows that do not comply with this 

ordinance. Farrel noted that the exemption provides for a step if they 

do not meet the sill height and an exemption for building in the 

Historic District and in the Central Business District. Discussion 

followed on the option of only replacing noncompliant windows when the 

existing window fails.  Farrel noted that this might be subjective and 

if properly maintained windows can last many years.  

 

Dan stated that egress windows that were compliant but were replaced 

with a window that is non compliant will need to be replaced. He stated 

that the code is clear on this that you cannot remove life safety 

equipment and, as such, these windows will need to be replaced.   

 

Dan stated that his organization’s concern is the pre 1974 homes, many 

of which are single family, that have been rental property for many 

years and have passed the rental inspections and are now being required 

to have 4.5 square foot egress windows. He noted that the landlord’s 

costs keep adding up and will impact the amount of rent. Dan again 

requested a committee be established to review the impact of this new 

ordinance on the older housing stock in the community. 

 

Upon request, Shannon Draper, Fire Chief, stated that the minimum size 

egress window in the building code has been 4.5 square feet in area and 

the current code requires 5.7 square feet of area for egress windows.  

 

Alderman Davies expressed his concern about if 4.5 square feet in area 

is the minimum acceptable size why is the ordinance allowing 5 years 

for the windows to become compliant. Jim McCulloch, City Attorney, 

stated that making a change in a code such as zoning or rental housing 

that requires immediate compliance can be considered a regulatory 

taking. Jim noted that properties may be leased for a period of time 

that does not allow the landlord the ability to adjust rents. Jim 

stated that he would recommend allowing the extra time to become 

compliant.   

 

Another option suggested was to not have a minimum standard but to have 

the building inspector use his judgment as to what windows would be 

acceptable and which would need to be replaced. It was noted that an 
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option might be to bring the windows up to code at which time the 

inspector determined they needed to be replaced. Jim McCulloch, City 

Attorney, stated that it would be best to have a minimum standard. That 

way everyone will know the requirement and it is not subjective to 

individual judgment. 

 

Discussion followed on the establishment of a committee or task force 

to look at the long term objectives as it applies to rental housing in 

the community. It was noted that this committee or task force would be 

advisory only as statute does not provide for the creation of this 

committee or task force.

The fee for appeal application will be set by 

Resolution. Fees are required for appeal requests regardless of the 

outcome of the request and are nonrefundable.

Bedroom. A finished space that affords privacy to the occupant, at 

least seventy square feet in space with no dimensions less than seven 

feet. Bedrooms may not be located in a kitchen, dining room, living 

room, hallway or bathroom.

All registered rental units shall be provided with 

smoke alarms that receive their primary power from the building wiring 

and when primary power is interrupted shall receive power from a 

battery.

2. Interconnection of hard-wired smoke alarms in existing areas shall 

not be required where the alterations or repairs result in the 

removal of interior wall or ceiling finishes exposing the structure, 

unless there is an attic, crawl space or basement available which 

could provide access for interconnection of hard-wired smoke alarms 

without the removal of interior finishes. 

 

(H) In order to comply with the intent of this ordinance and protect 

the health, safety and welfare of occupants in rental units, effective 

January 1, 2014. All registered rental units shall be provided with 

carbon monoxide alarms and shall be installed outside of each separate 

sleeping area in the immediate vicinity of the bedrooms in dwelling 

units with fuel-fired appliances and/or attached garages. 

 

(J) All registered rental units shall be provided with Emergency Escape 

and Rescue Openings in each sleeping room located below the fourth 

story. 

 

1. Structures built in or after 1986 shall be provided with Emergency 
Escape and Rescue Openings that conform to the requirements of the 

International Building code(s) 2012 edition.

2. Structures built in or after 1974 and before 1986 shall be allowed 
to utilize windows that have a minimum net clear opening of 5.0 

square feet and shall have a sill height of not more than 48 

inches above the floor. The minimum net clear opening height 

dimension shall be 20 inches. The minimum net clear opening width 

dimension shall be 20 inches. The net clear opening dimensions 

shall be the result of normal operation of the opening. 

 

3. Structures built before 1974 shall be allowed to utilize windows 
that have a minimum net clear opening of 4.5 square feet. One 

fixed step with a rise of no more than 7 3/4 inches and a tread of 

no less than 10 inches and a width no less than the window served, 

may be used to gain access to the window. The sill height shall be 

no more than 48 inches from the step to the finished sill. The 

minimum net clear opening height dimension shall be 20 inches.

Emergency, escape 

and rescue openings that do not pose an imminent danger to the 

occupants as deemed hazardous by the Fire Chief shall have until 

July 1, 2019 to comply with this code. The Fire Chief of the City 

of Vermillion has determined that emergency, escape and rescue 

openings that are less than 18" in width, 24" in height or are 

less than three square feet in area create an imminent danger and 

an unsafe condition; therefore any window that fails to meet these 

standards shall be replaced no later than September 1, 2014. All 

rental units that do not meet the minimum size established herein 

shall post a notice on the inside of each bedroom door(s) stating 

that the emergency, escape and rescue opening(s) do not meet the 

minimum standard established by this code. After July 1, 2019 all 

rental units shall comply with the minimum sizes established 

herein. 

 

4. Buildings located in Historic districts or on the state or 
national register of historic places may be granted the same 

exception as those buildings located in the C-B district, when 

judged by the Building Official to not constitute a distinct life 

safety hazard. 

 

5. Existing windows shall be maintained in a manner that maintains 
the level of protection provided for the means of egress. 
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6. Owners may apply for a time extension to modify non-compliant 
windows, using the form provided by the Housing Inspector. 

 

7. Rental units new to the registry shall be required to comply with 
the emergency escape and opening requirements determined by the 

time of construction. 

 

EXCEPTION: Dwelling units in the C-B Central Business may utilize 

approved windows or openings in adjoining rooms. In no case shall 

an occupant have to go through more than one adjoining room to 

reach an approved emergency escape and rescue opening and only 

when judged by the building official to not constitute a distinct 

life safety hazard. 

 

 (K) All Dwelling Units shall be constructed in such a manner that 

return air from one dwelling is not discharged into another dwelling 

unit through the heating or cooling air systems 

1. Each separate dwelling unit shall be provided with heating 
facilities capable of maintaining a room temperature of 68°F 

(20°C) in all habitable rooms, bathrooms and toilet rooms. 

 

2. Where privacy is required, such as in bedrooms and bathrooms the 
heating facilities shall be capable of maintaining the required 

room temperature with the doors closed. 

 

3. Effective August 1, 2014 all registered rental units shall be 
required to comply with these return air limitations, to provide 

separate and controllable heat sources to each dwelling unit in 

all habitable rooms, bathrooms and toilet rooms. Installation or 

replacement of heating units shall comply with the Uniform 

Mechanical Code and the manufacturer’s installation instructions; 

unvented or portable units shall not be used. 

 

4. Owners may apply for a time extension to comply with the deadline, 
using the form provided by the Housing Inspector

An amount set by resolution per year for a business 

engaged in repair services to the airframe and/or power plan; 

 

(2) Aircraft Rental. An amount set by resolution per year for a 

business engaged in the rental of aircrafts to the public; 

 

(3) Flight Training. An amount set by resolution per year for a 

business engaged in commercial flight instruction; 

 

(4) Air Taxi and Charter Services. An amount set by resolution 

per year for a business engaged in air taxi or charter services; 

 

(5) Specialized Commercial Flight Services. An amount set by 

resolution per year for a business engaged in any/or all of the 

following: banner towing, aerial advertising, aerial photography, 

aerial surveys, fire fighting, fire patrol, power line patrol or 

pipeline patrol; 

 

(6) Avionics, Instruments and/or Propeller Services. An amount 

set by resolution per year for a business engaged in providing 

services to avionics, instruments and/or propeller; 

 

(7) Permanent Aerial Applicators. An amount set by resolution per 

year for a business engaged in aerial applications; 
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(8) Temporary Aerial Applicators. An amount set by resolution per 

year for a business engaged in aerial applications; 

 

(9) Multiple Commercial Aeronautical Services or a Limited Service 

Fixed Based Operator. An amount set by resolution per year for a 

business engaged in any two or more of the commercial services 

previously mentioned. 

 

(C) All aeronautical commercial services must comply with the current 

Harold Davidson Field Airport – Minimum Standards for Operators of 

Commercial Activities. 

 

(D) Any permit may be cancelled by the Council for the violation of 

this chapter or for the violation of any pertinent provisions of this 

code, State Aeronautics Commission, or Federal Aviation 

Administration rules and regulations by the holder of the permit, his 

or her agents, employees, or servants upon 15 days written notice 

given to the permit holder.

Council adopted a resolution designating the boundaries of Business 

Improvement District #1. The district was created following the request 

of the Vermilion Area Chamber of Commerce and Development Company 

Convention and Visitors Committee as a revenue source to increase the 
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promotion of the community. John stated that the Council has also 

adopted a resolution establishing the Board of Directors. Five Board 

directors have been appointed and bylaws have been approved. A 

Resolution of Intent to adopt an Ordinance establishing a lodging fee 

and BID #1 was adopted on February 3, 2014. John reviewed the steps 

completed to date in the process of implementing the fee which brings 

the process to considering the ordinance to implement the fee. 

 

John reported that the BID Board looked at how other South Dakota 

cities utilized a lodging fee. Thirteen cities were identified to have 

at least one BID. The BID receipts are used primarily to market the 

individual communities. In the Plan that the BID Board developed and 

the Council accepted, the main purpose for BID funds was described as: 

 

The Board finds that there is a city wide need to fund a portion  

of the costs of creation, promotion and marketing of visitor  

facilities, events, attractions and activities which benefit the  

City and hotels. Eligible expenses may include payment for costs  

of acquisition, construction, maintenance, operation and funding  

of public improvements, facilities for the enhancement, expansion, 

marketing, and promotion of visitor facilities, events, 

attractions and activities, and the necessary staff to execute 

these efforts. 

 

John noted that the BID Board invited all of the lodging owners to a 

meeting on February 20, 2014. The purpose of the meeting was to review 

a draft of the proposed ordinance and answer questions. John stated 

there was discuss how the lodging fee would work, and how the funds 

would be utilized. John stated that two of the lodging establishments 

attended the meeting and Joe Eckert, a board member, represented 

another lodging establishment was also present. 

 

John stated that, at the recommendation of the BID Board, the proposed 

Ordinance utilizes a start date of June 1, 2014 and recommended a $1.00 

per night lodging fee. John stated that there was discussion about the 

amount of the fee among the BID Board, as well as, at the City Council 

meeting when the Resolution of Intent was adopted. John reported that 

staff has included the maximum fee of $2.00 per night, per occupied 

room in the proposed Ordinance as staff interpreted that to be the 

desire of the Council when the Resolution of Intent was adopted on 

February 3, 2014.

Subject: Special Permit to Exceed Permissible Sound Levels by No More than 50% 
for Coyoteopoly and the South Dakota Shakespeare Festival in the Band 
Shell Area of Prentis Park on June 11-15, 2014 from 6:00 p.m. to 10:00 
p.m. for the Shakespeare Festival 

 

Presenter: Mike Carlson 
 
Background: Scott Mollman, on behalf of Coyoteopoly and the South Dakota 
Shakespeare Festival, has applied for a special permit to exceed allowable noise levels for 
the Shakespeare Festival on June 11-15, 2014 from 6:00 p.m. until 10:00 p.m. in the band 
shell area of Prentis Park. Included is a copy of the application and published notice of 
the hearing. 
 
The city noise ordinance is as follows: 
 
Sec. 90.01.  Noises prohibited. 
 

(a) General prohibitions: In addition to the specific prohibitions outlined below, it shall be unlawful for any person to 
make, continue, or cause to be made or continued any loud or unusual noise so as to disturb the peace of the 
public, any neighborhood, any business operation, family, lawful assembly of persons, or any person by 
committing any act or acts of disturbance within the limits of the City of Vermillion. 

(b)  The following acts are declared to be in violation of this chapter. 

1) Sound equipment prohibited: Except for emergency vehicles, it shall be unlawful for any person to operate or 
cause to be operated upon the streets or public places in the city a sound truck or car with sound 
amplification equipment in operation.  “Sound truck” as used herein means any vehicle having thereon or 
attached thereto any sound amplification equipment. “Sound amplification equipment” as used herein means 
any machine or device for the amplification of the human voice, music or other sound, but shall not include 
radio or warning devices on vehicles used for traffic warning or control purposes. 

2) Stereos, radios, television sets, musical instruments and similar devices: 

a. Using, operating or permitting the use or operation of any stereo, radio, musical instrument, television, 
phonograph, drum or other machine or device for the production or reproduction of sound, except as 
provided for in paragraph (1) above, in such a manner as to violate this section or cause a noise 
disturbance. 

b. The operating of any such device between the hours of 11:00 p.m. and 7:00 a.m. the following day in 
such a manner as to be plainly audible at the property boundary of the source or plainly audible at fifty 
(50) feet from such device when operated within a vehicle parked on a public right-of-way or when 
operated from within a private residence.      
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3) Maximum permissible sound levels: It shall be unlawful for any person to operate or permit the operation of 
any stationary source of sound in such a manner as to create a sound pressure level during any ten-minute 
measurement period which exceeds the limits set forth for the following receiving land use districts when 
measured at the boundary or at any point within the property affected by the noise.  Sound level 
measurements shall be made at a distance of fifty (50) feet from source with a sound level meter of type 2 or 
better, using the “A” weighting scale, in accordance with standards promulgated by the American National 
Standards Institute. 

 
Use District 11:00 p.m.-6-00 a.m. 6-00 a.m.-11:00 p.m.

(c) It shall be a violation of this section if the sound which is measured creates a sound pressure level greater than the 
levels set forth for the receiving land use district for ninety (90) per cent of the time in any measurement period, 
such as the level exceeded for nine (9) minutes of a ten-minute period. 

(d) Special Permit The City Council may, following a Public Hearing, issue a Special Permit to exceed allowable 
sound levels by not more than 50% of the allowable limit within the Use District, in a suitable location with 
appropriate facilities, during the allowable time. It shall be required of any applicant for a Special Permit to 
demonstrate that the event for which the permit is requested be of public benefit. An applicant shall submit a 
diagram clearly showing the sound level projections beginning at a point fifty (50) feet from the source, and 
continuing out through a radius of two hundred (200) feet from the source. Application for a Special Permit shall 
be made with the City Finance Officer, and shall be accompanied with an application fee of $25.00. Application 
for a Special Permit shall be completed no later than 30 days prior to the proposed event, and it shall contain all 
applicable information relative to the nature and purpose of the event.  (Ord. No. 1100, 10-1-01) 

(e) Semi-tractors; prohibited noises: It shall be unlawful for any person within the city limits of Vermillion, to make, 
or cause to be made, loud or disturbing or offensive noises with any mechanical devices operated by compressed 
air and used for purposes of assisting braking on any semi-tractor, except for the aversion of imminent danger. 
(Ord. No. 1102, 10-15-01) 

 
Violation: Any person violating any provision of this section may be punished by a fine of not more than one hundred 
dollars ($100.00) or by imprisonment not to exceed thirty (30) days, or by both such fine and imprisonment. Each day 
such violation is committee or permitted to continue shall constitute a separate offense and shall be punishable as such. 

 

Discussion: As the diagram indicates, the band shell will serve as the stage with the 
speakers facing out from the band shell. The sound level projections are indicated on the 
attached map noting that the sound levels will not be above the 150% in the audience area 
and drop off outside this area. It should be noted the request is from June 11 – 15 while 
the actual event is June 13 – 15. The performers will be rehearsing on June 11 and 12 and 
there will be some testing of the sound equipment during the rehearsal days. 
 
Staff is not aware of any problems related to the issuance of the noise permit in 2012. 
 
The City Council will need to determine, at the public hearing, if the event is in a suitable 
location with appropriate facilities during the allowable time, and if the applicant can 
demonstrate the public benefit of the event. Relevant questions for a public gathering 
when a noise permit is sought are the availability of restroom facilities, clean-up of the 
area, parking and disposal of waste. 
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Financial Consideration: The $25 fee for the special permit has been paid. 
 
Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration recommends issuance of the special 
permit unless information is presented at the public hearing that indicates that there will 
be problems related to the noise.

Presenter: John Prescott 
 
Background: In September 2013 the City Council adopted a resolution designating the 
boundaries of Business Improvement District #1. The Council has also adopted a 
resolution establishing the Board of Directors. Five Board directors have been appointed 
and bylaws have been approved. A Resolution of Intent to adopt an Ordinance 
establishing a lodging fee and BID #1 was adopted on February 3, 2014. A schedule of 
the steps completed to date is attached. The City Council approved first reading of 
Ordinance 1312 at the March 17, 2014 meeting. 
 
Discussion: In evaluating whether to implement a lodging fee, the BID Board looked at 
how other South Dakota cities utilized a lodging fee. Thirteen cities were identified to 
have at least one BID. BID receipts in South Dakota are used primarily to market the 
respective communities. In the Plan that the BID Board developed and the Council 
accepted, the main purpose for BID funds was described as: 

 
The Board finds that there is a city wide need to fund a portion of the costs of creation, promotion 
and marketing of visitor facilities, events, attractions and activities which benefit the City and hotels. 
Eligible expenses may include payment for costs of acquisition, construction, maintenance, 
operation and funding of public improvements, facilities for the enhancement, expansion, marketing, 
and promotion of visitor facilities, events, attractions and activities, and the necessary staff to 
execute these efforts. 

 
The BID Board invited all of the lodging owners to a meeting on February 20, 2014. The 
purpose of the meeting was to review a draft of the proposed ordinance, discuss how the 
lodging fee would work, and how the funds would be utilized. Three of the lodging 
establishments attended the meeting. 
 
At the recommendation of the BID Board, the proposed Ordinance utilizes a start date of 
June 1, 2014. The BID Board recommended a $1.00 per night lodging fee. There was 
discussion about the amount of the fee among the BID Board when the Plan was 
presented as well as at the City Council meeting when the Resolution of Intent was 
adopted. Staff included the maximum fee of $2.00 per night, per occupied room in the 
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Ordinance that was proposed at the March 17, 2014 meeting and sought clarification 
from the City Council as to the desired fee. The first reading of the Ordinance that was 
approved on March 17th included the $2.00 per night, per occupied room fee. 
 
Financial Consideration: A lodging fee was not included in the 2014 budget. If the 
Ordinance is adopted and becomes effective on June 1, 2014 as proposed, the City will 
need to adjust the budget to record the collection and disbursement of the fee. 
 
Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration recommends adoption of Ordinance 
1312 establishing a lodging fee, creating BID #1 and adding the Title X1 Chapter 120 to 
the City Code. A roll call vote is required for the second reading of any ordinance. 



 

 

BIDs in South Dakota 
 
City staff has compiled information on all of the BIDs that we are aware of in South Dakota. We 
have summarized the results of the uses and revenue collected for the respective communities 
in this report. 
 
Aberdeen 
The $2.00 BID fee is projected to generate $352,800 in 2013 for the Convention & Visitors 
Bureau. They had a BID in 2005 for one year. No BID in 2006 & 2007. BID since 2008. 
 
Brandon 
A $2.00 BID was created in 2005.  It generates approximately $55,600 a year.  The funds are 
used to retire the debt on a 8,700 square foot conference center built by the City and leased to 
the Holiday Inn Express.  It is estimated that retirement of the debt will take eleven more years. 
 
Brookings 
$2.00 BID fee is projected to generate $208,000 in 2013. $200,000 is projected to be 
transferred to Convention and Visitors Bureau. Began their BID in 2012. 
 
Custer 
$2.00 BID fee was established in 2008. Budgeted to collect $148,000 in 2013. Most of the funds 
are used to pay Lawrence & Schiller for a marketing campaign in conjunction with SD Tourism. 
A portion of the fund is also used to pay a local person $1,000 a month to update their website. 
Currently, spending more than collecting as they built up a reserve the first few years. Their 
monthly remittance forms provide daily occupancy so they can track when room vacancies 
occur and fund events to fill rooms during slow times. 
 
Fort Pierre 
A $2.00 BID was started effective October 1, 2013.  They only had two months of collections 
when contacted. The funding was being turned over to Development Corporation for 
promotion. 
 
Hot Springs 
A $2.00 BID was established in 2011. In 2012, it generated $87,628 of funding. The funds are 
administered by the Chamber of Commerce for advertising and promotion of the community. 
 
Huron 
A $2.00 BID was started on September 1, 2011.  It generated $125,229.00 in 2013.  The funding 
went toward various events, such as the Huron Art Festival, kart club/rodeo, and tourism 
promotion.  In 2013, $21,050 went towards Splash Central, which is a water park in Huron, and 
$30,000 allocated for 13 hunt camps.  
 
 
 



 

 

 
Mitchell 
The first BID started in 2013 and is for three motels on the south side of the interstate. This BID 
fee is for $2.00 with the funds going for a convention facility. The second BID is for the entire 
City and is $1.00 per room with 50 cents going to repay the City of Mitchell for a second sheet 
of ice and 50 cents going for a sports authority. Both BIDS began in 2013 so revenue and 
expenses were not yet known. 
 
Rapid City 
A $2.00 BID was started in 1995. Annual collections are $1.2 to $1.3 million. The funds are 
provided to the Rapid City Convention and Visitors Bureau for marketing and promotion of the 
community. 
 
Sioux Falls 
There are two BIDs. The first is for the entire city and at $2.00 a room generates about 
$1,500,000 for the convention and visitors bureau for advertising and promotion. The second 
BID is also $2.00 and is for downtown hotels only. This money is spent on improvements along 
the downtown riverfront area. 
 
Spearfish 
A $2.00 BID has been around for a number of years. In 2013, it was estimated to bring in 
$200,000. Initially, the funding was used to pay off the Convention Center. Currently, all of the 
funding goes to Visit Spearfish for operations and marketing. There has been some talk of using 
the BID revenue for expansion of the convention center. 
 
Watertown 
They have a $2.00 BID that started in 2010. Funds are passed to the Convention and Visitors 
Bureau for advertising, fees and funds to get conferences or events to their community. The 
first 11 months of 2013 had generated $221,900 of BID revenue. 
 
Yankton 
Began their BID of $2.00 per room per night in 2013. When contacted, no actual expenditures 
have been made from the fund. Their “Plan” is pretty general. They did reference setting up a 
grant fund of $10,000 to $15,000 which would be provided to the Convention and Visitors 
Bureau to be used as incentive funds for different conferences or meetings.  
 



 

 

ORDINANCE 1312 

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF VERMILLION, SD CREATING A BUSINESS 
IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT WITHIN THE MUNICIPAL LIMITS OF THE CITY OF 
VERMILLION; ASSESSING A GENERAL OCCUPATION TAX ON ALL HOTEL, MOTEL 
AND LODGING ESTABLISHMENT ROOMS LET FOR OVERNIGHT OCCUPANCY 
LOCATED HEREIN; AND ADDING TO TITLE XI BUSINESS REGULATIONS, CHAPTER 120 
TO THE ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF VERMILLION.  

BE IT ORDAINED, by the Governing Body of the City of Vermillion that there be enacted a 
general occupation tax on all hotel, motel and lodging establishment rooms situated within Business 
Improvement District No. 1 with the addition of Chapter 120 as follows:   

120.01 Establishment of the district.  Pursuant to the provisions of SDCL Ch. 9-55, Business 
Improvement District No. 1 (BID #1) of the City of Vermillion, S.D. was created. A resolution of intent 
to create this district was approved by the City Council on February 3, 2014. The public hearing on 
creation of the District was held in the City Council Chambers, located at 25 Center Street, Vermillion, 
South Dakota at 7:00 p.m. on March 17, 2014. 

120.02 Boundaries of the district.  A resolution establishing the boundaries of BID #1 was approved on 
September 16, 2013. It shall be a noncontiguous district zoned with a commercial or business designation 
lying within the municipal limits of the City of Vermillion, specifically encompassing the following 
properties:

The following property is within the BID #1 boundaries but is not zoned as commercial or business and at 
such time as the zoning is changed will be included in the BID #1 boundaries unless the owner elects 
voluntary participation as provided in this section.

All hotels, motels or lodging establishments which at any time do not meet the criteria enumerated herein, 
but voluntarily petition to be a part of the BID #1 are permanently in the BID #1 and cannot voluntarily 



 

 

remove themselves from the BID #1, just as any lodging establishments which are automatically in the 
BID #1 cannot remove themselves voluntarily. 
 
If a property no longer meets the criteria for inclusion in the BID #1, the owner or proprietor of the hotel, 
motel or lodging establishments shall provide the Finance Officer with a sworn, written statement setting 
forth the relevant change in property or operation that disqualifies the hotel, motel or lodging 
establishment. The Finance Officer shall remove the hotel, motel, or lodging establishment if the 
statement shows the property no longer qualifies for inclusion in BID #1. 
 
120.03 New properties within the district.  Pursuant to the provisions of SDCL 9-55-4, BID #1 shall 
include all hotel, motel or lodging establishment facilities constructed in the future or annexed into the 
municipal limits. 
 
120.04 Purpose of the district.  BID #1 is created for the purpose of funding the enhancement, 
expansion, marketing and promotion of visitor facilities, events, attractions and activities benefiting the 
city and its hotels and motels located within the district. 
 
120.05 Occupational tax imposed.  Commencing June 1, 2014, an occupational tax in the amount of 
$2.00 per night shall be imposed upon the above hotel, motel, or lodging establishments based upon 
rooms rented to transient guests. This occupational tax shall be fair, equitable and uniform as to class. 
Organizations exempt from sales tax shall not be exempt from the occupational tax. No occupational tax 
may be imposed on any transient guest who has been offered a room by a lodging establishment on a 
complimentary basis whereby no fee or rent is charged for such room. Additionally, no occupational tax 
may be imposed on any room utilized by a transient guest who stays twenty-nine (29) or more 
consecutive nights. This tax rate may be adjusted by the City Council in accordance with SDCL § 9-55-
16. 
 
120.06 Effective date.  From and after the 1st day of June, 2014, there is hereby imposed an occupational 
tax on all rented hotel, motel or lodging establishment rooms offered and let for overnight occupancies of 
less than twenty-nine (29) consecutive days within BID #1 defined in Resolution adopted by the City 
Council on September 13, 2013 which is all commercial property located within the municipal limits of 
the City of Vermillion or that have voluntarily petitioned to be part of the BID #1. 

120.07 Duty to account for complimentary and lease rooms.  Each hotel, motel or lodging 
establishment shall account for complimentary or leased rooms which are also subject to audit by the City 
Finance Officer with such records to show the basis for offering such room on a complimentary or lease 
basis. 

120.08 Computation and collection of occupational tax.  The City Finance Officer is authorized and 
directed to determine and compute the tax in accordance with this article. The occupation tax assessed 
pursuant to the terms of this article shall be remitted to the City Finance Officer by the 20th day of each 
month for the previous calendar month’s tax collections. Should the 20th day of the month fall on a 
Saturday, Sunday or a holiday observed by the City, the occupancy tax remittance shall be due on the first 
business day immediately following the 20th. Each hotel, motel or lodging establishment subject to this 



 

 

article shall keep accurate records of amounts collected from transient guests for review by the City 
Finance Officer or his/her designee, upon request by the City Finance Officer. 

120.09 Statement required along with occupational tax payment.  A person authorized by a business 
governed by this article shall sign a sworn statement to be submitted along with the remittance of any tax 
imposed by this article on or before the 20th day of each month stating as follows:   

“I declare, under penalty of perjury, that the above accounting of rooms rented is accurate and the tax 
payment made herein is accurate to the best of my knowledge according to my business records.”  Such 
statement shall include the signature of a person authorized to make such statement on behalf of the 
business, that person’s printed name and title, and the date such signature is made.  
 
120.10 Penalties for failure to pay occupational tax.  All remittances of occupancy tax collected 
pursuant to this article shall be due and received in the office of the City Finance Officer each month no 
later than the 20th day following the month for which the occupancy tax remittances are due.  All amounts 
that are not as set forth above will be charged a late fee in the amount of ten percent of the total amount 
due.  Failure to remit such tax shall constitute a violation of this chapter which may be punishable by a 
fine of up to $500.00 and/or imprisonment for up to 30 days pursuant to Section 10.99 of the Municipal 
Code.  Any unpaid balance under this article shall constitute a lien upon the property owned by the 
business or user of space being taxed and shall become a lien against and shall run with the property taxes 
and assessments.  The City Finance Officer shall certify all unpaid months or balances to the county 
treasurer for collection in the same manner as general property taxes are collected.  Further the city shall 
have the ability to deny the issuance of permits or licenses or any renewals thereof to any business or 
premises that fails to conform to the provisions of this article, including, but not limited to, building 
permits, malt beverage licenses, wine licenses and liquor licenses. Nothing within this provision shall be 
construed as limiting any other rights which the city has or may pursue in seeking collection of monies 
not paid under the terms of this chapter.  In the event that this tax becomes subject to supervision by the 
state through the state’s department of revenue, any rights which the city has herein shall be deemed 
cumulative to any powers which inure to the benefit of the state. In the event of any legal proceeding 
being initiated to seek collection of any delinquent assessments, the offending hotel, motel, or lodging 
establishment shall be responsible for and pay all attorney’s fees and costs incurred by the city seeking 
payment under the terms of this chapter. 
 
120.11 Appropriation.  Once the occupational tax is collected, the City Finance Officer shall be entitled 
to recover its administrative costs in the amount of two (2%) percent and deposit the remaining balance 
into a separate fund established for BID #1.  The Board of Directors shall make annual recommendations 
for the use of the tax funds that are consistent with the City’s “Plan,” findings and purpose noted above, 
and SDCL 9-55-3, as amended. 
 
120.12  Costs incurred by the city in administering occupational tax.  All costs incurred by the city or 
the City Finance Officer pursuant to this article shall be paid from occupancy taxes collected under this 
article. Administrative costs are not to exceed two (2%) percent. 
 
120.13  Creation of business improvement board of directors.  The BID # 1 Board of Directors is 
hereby established. The Mayor shall appoint the members of the Board of Directors, subject to the 



 

 

approval of the City Council.  There shall be five (5) members of the BID #1 Board of Directors with at 
least one hotelier from the district.  No person may serve on the BID Board of Directors until such time as 
their nomination has been approved by the Vermillion City Council at any of its regular meetings.  The 
City Council and Vermillion Chamber of Commerce and Development Company Board will each appoint 
one person to serve as ex-officio, non-voting members of the BID #1 Board.  Each member of the BID #1 
Board of Directors shall serve a term of office of three (3) years.  Nothing shall preclude a board member 
from serving consecutive terms.  The terms shall be initially staggered with one member serving a three 
year term, two members serving two year terms, and two members serving a one year term. The City 
Council has adopted by-laws for the operation of BID #1 Board that may be amended from time to time. 
 
120.14  Severability.  Should any section, clause or provision of this article be declared by the courts to 
be invalid, the same shall not affect the validity of the article as a whole or any part thereof, other than the 
part declared to be invalid.   
 
120.15  Reporting.  The BID #1 Board of Directors will provide annual reports to the City Council.

Background: State law requires the Library Board to prepare and submit an annual report 
(using a federally dictated template) to the governmental bodies that provide funding to 
the library. 
 

SDCL 14-2-40. Duties of trustees. Each board of public library trustees shall: 
 
(1) Appoint a librarian to serve at the pleasure of the board. Any paid librarian shall receive any employee 

benefits provided all other employees of the local governmental unit and shall be compensated at rates 
determined by the governing body's compensation schedule, if such schedule exists. If no such schedule 
exists, the salary shall be set by the local governing body; 

 
(2) Adopt bylaws for the conduct of their business and adopt policies for the selection of public library 

materials, the governance of the library, and the use of public library services and materials; 
 

(3) Prepare and submit an annual budget request to its governing body; 
 
(4) Adopt a final annual budget within those funds certified to it as being appropriated in the annual budget of 

its governing body; 
 
(5) Meet at least once during each quarter of the year; 
 
(6) Prepare and submit an annual report to its governing body and to the South Dakota State Library on such 

forms as may be provided by the State Library. 
 
Discussion: The report was presented and accepted by the Library Board of Trustees at 
their March meeting. The report will also be presented to the Clay County Commission. 
The report is compiled and submitted electronically. The report is typically presented in 
the spring. 
 
Financial Consideration: None 
 
Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration recommends that the City Council 
acknowledge receipt of the 2013 Annual Report for the Vermillion Public Library.

Background: Coyoteopoly is working with the USD College of Fine Arts to present the 
South Dakota Shakespeare Festival in Prentis Park on June 13, 14, and 15, 2014. The 
production will take place each evening at 7:00 pm in the amphitheater located just north 
of E. Main Street. Coyoteopoly CEO Morgan Boettcher will be present to offer 
background information on the event. 
 
Discussion: Coyoteopoly has submitted the attached street closing request form. The 
request indicates that they would like to close E. Main Street from Plum Street to Walker 
Street but it is also marked that the intersection of E. Main and Prentis Avenue is closed. 
What took place in 2012 was that thru traffic was limited on E. Main Street between 
Plum Street and Sycamore Avenue. The barricades are staffed so that emergency vehicles 
can get through as needed. The goal of the closure is to limit traffic noise during the 
production. The production begins at 7:00 pm and will end at approximately 9:30 pm. 
East Main Street would only be closed during this time on the three night of the 
performance. The intersection of East Main and Plum Street would remain open during 
the production. 
 
Coyoteopoly is also requesting to remove parking on E. Main Street along Prentis Park 
on June 13, 14, and 15, 2014 from 6:00 pm to 10:00 pm. This would be to help remove 
cars parking too close to the production area. The Shakespeare Festival would have an 
RV used for cast members and a support vehicle or two parked along this area. 
 
Financial Consideration: None.

Background: As Coyoteopoly and the USD College of Fine Arts were planning for the 
2012 Shakespeare Festival they requested the City Council adopt a resolution of co-
sponsorship. The City Council adopted a resolution of co-sponsorship for the 2012 event 
on April 4, 2011. The first Shakespeare Festival was held in Prentis Park in June 2012.  
 
Discussion: As the previous agenda item indicates, the second Shakespeare Festival is 
planned for June 2014. The leadership group planning the event is again requesting a 
resolution of co-sponsorship. The proposed resolution of co-sponsorship is very similar to 
what was adopted in 2011. The main purpose of the resolution is to designate the City as 
a civic co-sponsor of the Shakespeare Festival. It does not obligate the City to complete 
any specific tasks. No direct financial support is tied to serving as a civic co-sponsor. 
 
City staff has met with the leadership group planning the event on two occasions at this 
point. This includes one on-site visit to Prentis Park where specifics were reviewed. With 
respect to location, a street closing, noise permit and other items needing City 
involvement, the proposed event is very similar to the 2012 Shakespeare Festival. 
 
Financial Consideration: None 
 
Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration recommends that the City Council adopt 
a Resolution of Co-Sponsorship for the 2014 Shakespeare Festival.

Subject: Permit for Consumption for Café Brule Sidewalk Furniture Use Zone 
 

Presenter: Mike Carlson 
 
Background: Jim Waters has completed the Furniture Zone Use permit for Café Brule. 
Their plan is to set up six tables parallel to the Market Street side of the restaurant. Each 
table would seat two people. The sidewalk permit expires on November 1, 2014. Per 
code, Administration can and did approve the use of the sidewalk furniture zone use 
permit for food consumption. The area has not been approved for the use of alcohol as 
the City Council has the responsibility to grant this privilege. 
 
City Code 118.05 provides that the City Council may permit the consumption of 
alcoholic beverage within the Furniture Use Zone. 
 

118.05. Any furniture zone limited lease granted by the City Council pursuant to this chapter shall 
convey to the adjoining business the right to use a designated portion of the sidewalk or furniture 
zone only for those purposes set forth in the lease. The limited lease may contain such restrictions 
and conditions as deemed necessary by the city and may not be assigned or sublet at any time during 
its term. The city shall have the right to terminate the limited lease for violation of any material term 
or condition thereof. Required compliance with all city ordinances and state statures regarding the 
sale and service of alcoholic beverages shall be deemed to be a material condition of the limited 
lease. Compliance with city noise ordinances shall be deemed a material condition of the limited 
lease. The limited lease term shall not include those dates and times specified for special events 
approved by the City Council which includes the area of the furniture zone limited lease at the 
election of the event sponsor.  

 
Discussion: Café Brule has submitted the alcohol sale plan (copy attached) which has 
been reviewed and approved by the Police Department. The physical dimensions of the 
area and the number of tables limit the number of individuals who would be within the 
area where alcohol could be served. Café Brule would like to have alcohol available for 
patrons that want to have a drink with their meal. The City Council in August 2013 
approved the sale and consumption of alcoholic beverages in the Café Brule Furniture 
Zone Use permit area during the hours outlined in the ordinance being noon to 10:00 p.m. 
for the period that expired November 1, 2013. The Police Chief reported no incidents 
during that time period.

In completing the application for a sidewalk use permit, the applicant has addressed many 
of the special conditions of other uses of city property for alcohol use. An insurance 
certificate naming the City as an additional insured, cleanup plan, etc. are part of the 
sidewalk use permit process. Their entire sidewalk furniture use zone application is 
attached for background. 
 
Financial Consideration: Cafe Brule has paid the annual $35 permit for the furniture 
zone permit. 
 
Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration would recommend approval of the 
request to use the sidewalk abutting Café Brule on Market Street for the sale and 
consumption of alcohol as part of their Furniture Zone Use Permit during the time 
provided by ordinance.

Background: Eagle Creek Software Solutions and Old Lumber Company are planning a 
5k run/walk entitled the South Dakota Sneaker Tour on Saturday, April 26, 2014. The 
same event is being planned in Pierre for May 31. Proceeds from both events will be used 
to plan festivities to celebrate the 125th anniversary of statehood for South Dakota. 
 
Discussion: Eagle Creek Software Solutions and Old Lumber Company have submitted 
the attached street closing request form. The fun run/walk will start and finish on Kidder 
Street. The request indicates that they would like to close Kidder Street from Court Street 
to Market Street from 10:45 a.m. to 12:15 p.m. The run/walk begins at 11:00 a.m. A map 
of the route is enclosed. After the start, walkers and runners spread out creating less of a 
need to close streets. They have also requested to remove parking on this block of Kidder 
Street beginning at 9:30 am on April 26, 2014. Parking would be allowed once the street 
is reopened at 12:15 pm. 
 
Eagle Creek representatives have discussed the route with Chief Betzen. Many similar 
events are held each year. The need for street closures is typically minimal as law 
enforcement typically participates in route selection and watches potentially troublesome 
intersections for conflicts between event participants and traffic. The applicant notes that 
they have contacted the two other businesses along this portion of Kidder Street. 
 
Financial Consideration: None. 
 
Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration recommends approval of the request to 
close Kidder Street on Saturday, April 26 from 10:45 a.m. to 12:15 p.m. for the SD 
Sneakers Tour. Administration also recommends the removal of parking on Kidder Street 
between Court Street and Market Street from 9:30 am to 12:15 pm on Saturday, April 26,

Subject: Change Order to Add an Additional Logo on the New Water Tower 
 

Presenter: Jason Anderson 
 
Background: On August 20, 2012, the City Council awarded a $1,258,700 contract to 
Maguire Iron, Inc. of Sioux Falls for the construction of a new spheroid-style water 
tower. The water tower is currently erect, with all welding complete. The painting 
contractor is expected to begin work once the weather cooperates. Maguire Iron is 
tentatively planning for their subcontractor to begin paint work in May. The project is 
still on schedule for completion by the August 2014 deadline. 
 
Discussion: Change Order #1 is for a change in the quantity and placement of the 
approved City of Vermillion logo on the water tower. The original bid award to Maguire 
Iron of $1,258,700 included a provision for the painting of the City of Vermillion logo on 
the north side of water tank. Change Order #1 would provide for the placement of two (2) 
City of Vermillion logos on the water tank; one to face the east and the other to face the 
west. The placement of the two logos would align with both east and westbound 
directions of traffic on South Dakota Highway 50. 
 
Financial Consideration: The construction project is funded by a State Revolving Fund 
(SRF) loan for the amount of $1,532,000 that included 10% principal forgiveness. The 
budget for the loan proceeds was $169,300 for engineering, $1,238,800 for construction, 
and $123,900 for contingency. When the bid was awarded for the amount of $1,258,700, 
the contingency was reduced to $104,000. The contingency allows for the payment of 
items that arise during construction. 
 
Change Order #1 for the addition of another City of Vermillion logo will cost the City an 
additional $10,000 on the project. This is the same price that Maguire Iron bid for the 
painting of the first logo. City and Banner Associates staff does not anticipate any 
additional change orders on the project. 
 
Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration recommends approving Change Order 
#1 for the addition of another City of Vermillion logo on the water tower tank.

Subject: Developer’s Agreement with Magnum Development, L.L.C. owner of 
Outlot B, Block 2, Dakota Addition (to be platted as Lot 11, Block 2, 
Dakota Addition) 

 

Presenter: Jose Dominguez 
 
Background: Magnum Development, L.L.C. will be constructing several apartments in 
Lot 11, Block 2, Dakota Addition. The lot is located on the west side of Norbeck Street 
between E. Clark Street and Madison Street. The lot is along the portion of Norbeck 
Street to be paved this year. The area is zoned R-3 and it allows for the construction of 
high density multi-family dwellings. 
 
Discussion: The site that will be used for the development of the apartments is currently 
the site of a drainage swale that conveys a significant amount of storm runoff. The runoff 
is from the backyards of the properties that front Madison and E. Clark Street. The 
developer will be required to continue conveying this drainage through the site. In order 
for this to happen, the developer will be constructing a storm sewer system that will 
convey the runoff. Considering that the majority of the runoff is generated by sites 
outside of the land owned by the developer, City staff is proposing that a part of the storm 
sewer construction is covered by the City. Staff proposes that the City pays up to 25% of 
the cost of the project, not to exceed $5,000. Additionally, the City will pay for an inlet 
structure that will be used by the developer to tie to the storm sewer system. The 
agreement also proposes that once construction is completed, the City take over any 
maintenance required to keep the storm sewer system running efficiently. 
 
Financial Consideration: The City will incur the filing fee. However, once construction 
of the storm sewer system the City will further incur part of the construction cost. At this 
point we estimate this to be around $7,500 for the cost of the inlet and the $5,000 
maximum payment on the storm sewer line to be installed. 
 
Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration recommends that the City Council 
authorize the Mayor to sign the Developer’s Agreement with Magnum Development,

Subject: Final Plat of Tracts 1 and 2 of Lot 1 of Parcel ‘A’ in the N ½ of the SE ¼ of 
Section 15, T92N, R52W of the 5th P.M., Clay County, South Dakota 

 

Presenter: Jose Dominguez 
 
Background: Ron Peterson has submitted a final plat for the above mentioned parcel on 
behalf of the owner. The area to be final platted is roughly 2-acres. The lots are located 
along Timber Road roughly 1/8 of a mile west of the intersection of Timber Road and SD 
Hwy. 19. The lots will be bordered by Timber Road on the north side. The proposed plat 
will create two lots; each lot will be 1.00-acre in size. 
 
This plat falls within the Joint Jurisdictional Zoning Area; therefore it is first reviewed by 
the County Planning Commission who then recommends to the City Council. The County 
Planning Commission reviewed the plat at their March 24th meeting and recommended 
approval to the City Council. 
 
It should also be noted that the City’s Planning Commission and the County’s Planning 
Commission also met on March 24th to discuss a conditional use permit for the same 
property. The commissions considered allowing the construction of a single-family 
dwelling on Tract 1. This was required since single-family dwellings are only allowed 
within that zoning district by a conditional use permit. Both of the commissions voted 
unanimously to allow the conditional use. 
 
Discussion: Staff reviewed the final plat and found that it complies with all of the code 
provisions. All of the lots will be having access off a platted street. 
 
Financial Consideration: The applicant has paid all required platting fees. 
 
Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration finds that the final plat meets all of the 
ordinance requirements and recommends approval of the final plat.

Subject: Resolution revising wastewater rates 
 

Presenter: Mike Carlson 
 
Background: The annual wastewater rate for customers is computed as a percentage of 
the average monthly consumption based on the January, February and March water 
billing for each utility account. The new wastewater fee is computed in April of each year 
and remains the same for the next twelve months. Since the water usage of each account 
varies from year to year, wastewater fees are determined on an annual basis. 
 
The wastewater rates were last adjusted in April 2012 to 128% of the January, February 
and March water billing. As wastewater rates are based on water billing it needs to be 
noted that water rates were increased 2% in January 2013 and 2.25% in January 2014. 
Based upon this the wastewater revenues would be increasing by 128% of the water rate 
increase if the volume of sales remained the same. The first quarter 2014 water sales 
volume increased 4% over the same period in 2013. 
 
Discussion: As actual water sales revenues are known for 2014 and at the current 
wastewater rate of 128% the projections for 2014 revenues would be $21,500 above the 
wastewater budget for 2014. Adjusting the wastewater rate to 126% is projected to 
generate $1,790,000 or $1,000 less than the wastewater 2014 budget of $1,791,000. As 
we have had some sizable wastewater increases along with water increases the proposal 
to adjust wastewater rates would be an increase of less than one percent to the customer 
who used the same volume of water during January, February and March as last year.  
 
The resolution also adjusts the surcharge fee percentage of the wastewater rate to provide 
the necessary revenue in the surcharge fund to meet the 110% annual debt service 
requirement. 
 
Financial Consideration: Administration recommends adjusting the wastewater charge 
to 126% that will increase the monthly billing by .74% from $29.83 to $30.05 or $.22 per 
month for the customer using the city average of 465 cubic feet of water. 
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Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration recommends the adoption of the rate 
resolution to meet the 2014 budget and provide the rates needed for the SRF Loan 
covenants.

Subject: Commercial Collectors License Novak Sanitary Services  
 

Presenter: Mike Carlson 
 

Background: City ordinance requires approval by the City Council for the issuance of a 
commercial collector’s license. The ordinance sections are as follows:  
 

Sec. 52.09 License-Required. 
It shall be unlawful for contract or commercial haulers to use the streets for the collection, removal or 
disposal of any receivable solid waste and yard waste without first having obtained a license to perform such 
services from the finance officer. As a condition to the granting of any said license, all commercial haulers 
shall agree to abide by all city ordinances or landfill regulation involving the collection or depositing of any 
receivable solid waste and yard waste, including the requirements of sections 52.07, 52.12 and 52-13. In the 
event any commercial garbage hauler fails to abide by these said ordinances or regulations, the City of 
Vermillion reserves the right to terminate said license. This requirement does not apply to building 
contractors removing and disposing of receivable solid waste incidental to a construction contract, nor to any 
firm or individual who, for a fee, engages in the removal of receivable solid waste for disposal for fewer than 
two days in any calendar year.   

 
Sec. 52.10.  Same-Application; plate to be displayed.  Application for license shall be filed at the office of the 
finance officer five (5) days prior to any consideration and approval by the council. The license fee shall be 
three hundred dollars ($300.00) per year for commercial collectors or contract haulers collecting and 
transporting receivable solid waste including any one of the following types of material: garbage, household 
waste, industrial waste, and commercial waste. Such license shall also entitle holder to collect and transport 
yard waste and large trees and limbs. All licenses expire December 31 in the year that they are issued. The 
license plate or placard issued shall be displayed on each such vehicle at all times. Each license applicant 
shall, at the time of the submission of the license application, provide written verification to the City that the 
applicant met the financial liability requirement of state. 
 
Sec. 52.13 Duty of Collectors.  Licensed collectors or haulers shall obey all the ordinances and all the rules 
and regulations of the City of Vermillion or its designated officer and report to the supervising department 
any violation of this subchapter which may come to their notice. All licensed collectors or haulers may 
provide a subscription service for each customer. All charges for the collection of yard waste shall be made 
separate and distinct from any basic charges for all other collection services of receivable solid waste. Any 
violation of this subchapter or other rules and regulations that may be made from time to time by the City of 
Vermillion or any nonpayment of the fees provided by this subchapter will result in the suspension or 
revocation of the license to haul. 

 
Discussion: A commercial collector’s application was received from Waste Connections 
of SD dba Novak Sanitary Services along with a certificate of insurance. When the 
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representative of Novak Sanitary Service called inquiring about a license they stated that 
they would be hauling for the local Wal-Mart.  
 
The licensing requires those licensed to abide by City Ordinances. As part of the 
application process, the City requests, upon renewal, that they list any violations of City 
Ordinances during the past year. No violations were listed. 
 
The license application was sent to the Chief of Police for review. The Chief reported no 
violations. It should be noted the Police Chief’s review only covers violations of city 
code or state statutes in the City limits. 
 
Financial Consideration: The license fee is $300 per year. 
 
Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration recommends the City Council review the 
information on the commercial collector license application to determine if the license 
should be issued.

Subject: Public Safety IT room bid alternate 
 

Presenter: John Prescott 
 
Background: In early summer 2013, the chiller at the Clay County Courthouse failed. 
The County rented a chiller for the balance of the cooling season and hired John DeWit 
as the Mechanical Engineer to develop plans and specifications. While the air 
conditioning system in the Public Safety Center system remained operational in 2013, it 
has experienced problems in recent years. The 2013 budget included funding to upgrade 
and replace parts in the Public Safety Center HVAC system. The repairs were put on hold 
when the Courthouse chiller problem developed. As the Courthouse and Public Safety 
Center are connected, the option of replacing both systems was explored in 2013. The 
Council reviewed information on the estimates at the August 5, 2013 noon meeting. 
Ultimately, the decision was made to only bid the chiller. Replacement of the air 
conditioning in the dispatch and IT room in the basement were to bid as alternates. 
 
The County Commission opened the only bid received from Precision Mechanical of 
Sioux Falls during their February 25, 2014 meeting. At the March 3, 2014 meeting, the 
City Council concurred with the base bid award of $175,608 and the Alternate #1 bid 
award of $14,963 to replace the system in Dispatch. The City is responsible for $38,107 
of the base bid and half or $7,481.50 of the Dispatch cost. 
 
Discussion: Alternate #2 to air condition the IT room in the basement was $7,977. 
Initially, the Police Chief and Sheriff did not recommend accepting this alternative as 
they wanted to develop another option to cool this space. After further review, it appears 
that accepting Alternate #2 is the best cost of action. 
 
Financial Consideration: The 2014 budget will need to be revised to account for these 
expenditures. The funding would likely come from the 2nd Penny budget. If the City 
covers 50% of the cost of Alternate #2, the total City cost for the project will be $49,577. 
 
Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration recommends concurring with the award 
of Alternate #2 at a cost of $3,988.50 for the City of Vermillion.

Subject: Tractor Lease for Street and Solid Waste - Fred Haar Co. 
 

Presenter: Jason Anderson 
 
Background: The City has again been approached by Fred Haar Co., a John Deere 
dealership in Yankton, South Dakota, about leasing two (2) tractors to the City for 
approximately eight months. John Deere has a governmental lease program that will lease 
the tractors to a governmental agency for up to eight (8) months or two hundred fifty (250) 
hours with the hourly lease payment being made by the local John Deere dealership. The 
dealership can purchase the tractors at governmental discount pricing and, after the lease is 
up, has two low hour tractors for their inventory. The City would be responsible only for 
insurance and normal maintenance and repairs during the lease period. 
 
Discussion: The tractors, one of which has a front end loader, would be used by the Street 
and Solid Waste Departments. The Street Department would primarily use a tractor for 
mowing and the landfill would primarily use a tractor for working the compost pile. By 
using the leased tractors, hours would not be put on other city owned tractors or wheel 
loaders. Fred Haar Co. has used this program with the SD Department of Transportation, 
counties, and other cities including the City of Vermillion for the last three years. 
 
Financial Consideration: The cost of insurance has been estimated at $200 for each tractor. 
Routine maintenance, such as an oil changes, may be necessary depending on the hours put 
on each tractor. 
 
Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration recommends approval of the lease 
agreement with Fred Haar Co. for the lease of two John Deere tractors for eight (8) months 
or two hundred fifty (250) hours.

Presenter: Jason Anderson 
 
Background: On April 2, 2014 bids were opened for the upcoming 115kV Substation 
Improvements project. The 115kV Substation Improvements project is intended to improve 
the reliability of the electric system and upgrade existing equipment. 
 
Discussion: Three acceptable bids for were received, ranging in price from $743,967.74 to 
$1,204,905.49. The low bidder was Harold K. Scholz Company of Ralston, Nebraska. A bid 
summary is included in your packet. 
 
The City has worked with Harold K. Scholz Company on numerous occasions, including our 
most recent project: the substation relay upgrade and SCADA project. City and DGR staffs 
are very comfortable with the services provided by Harold K. Scholz Company. 
 
Financial Consideration: The 115kV Substation Improvements project has been budgeted 
for in the 2014 Electric Distribution fund. The engineer’s estimate provided by DGR was 
$872,000, including materials. The bid for the materials (breakers and PTs) was awarded on 
December 16, 2013 for a total amount of $138,755. This provides for a total project cost of 
$882,722.74. The Electric Distribution fund budget included a contingency of $108,400 for 
project overruns. 
 
Conclusion/Recommendations: The recommendation of Administration and DGR is to 
award the 115kV Substation Improvements project to Harold K. Scholz Company, for the 
amount of $743,967.74.

Subject: Bid Opening for the Norbeck Street Utility and Street Improvements 
 

Presenter: Jose Dominguez 
 
Background: On January 6, 2014, the City Council approved the resolution to allow for 
the construction of North Norbeck Street from Roosevelt to Clark Streets. The majority 
of the property owners were in favor of constructing the street at this time due to the 
expected amount of high density multi-family construction to take place in the area. The 
City also felt that it was important to construct this section of street to ease the pressure 
on Jefferson Street and provide another option for a dense area of population. 
 
Discussion: The City received eight bids for this project. The bids ranged from 
$734,751.85 to $926,866.50. The low bid was from Runge Enterprises, of Sioux Falls, for 
the amount of $734,751.85. We have attached a tabulation of the bids for your review. 
The engineer’s estimate was $840,000, with $200,000 of that being for the water 
improvements to be completed as part of this project. The project will be completed no 
later than September 30, 2014. 
 
Financial Consideration: The project costs will be assessed to the property owners based 
on frontage. In addition to the cost of the project, the consultant fees incurred by the City 
for the design of the street will be included in the assessment to the owners. The 
assessment will be placed on the tax rolls and the property owner given twelve years at 
eight percent (8%) interest to pay the cost. The owner has the option to pay the entire 
assessment before it’s placed on the tax rolls without any interest accrual.
