The special session of the City Council, City of Vermillion, South
Dakota was held on Monday, June 20, 2016 at 12:00 noon at the City Hall
large conference room.

1. Roll Call

Present: Collier-Wise, Erickson, Holland, Clarene Meins, Price,
Willson, Mayor Powell

Absent: Holly Meins, Ward

2. Informational Item - Discussion of Rental Housing Re-inspection
proposal - Farrel Christensen and Shannon Draper

Shannon Draper, Fire Chief, reported that, of the 300 businesses that
could be inspected for fire safety inspections, the Department had time
to inspect about 140 locations. Shannon stated that he would like to
increase the hours of the part time fire iInspector to provide for more
inspections and that Farrel Christensen would like a part time employee
to do the rental housing follow-up iInspections. Shannon stated that the
current part time fTire inspector works two days per week and I1f this
was increased to three days per week he felt that the business
inspections could be increased to 190 locations and the extra hours
could also be increased for other community service programs. Shannon
stated that he would like more hours for the fire iInspector but did
not, at present, need a full time person.

Farrel Christensen, Building Official, stated that his department does
not have time to complete follow-up inspections to ensure that all
rental housing violations have been completed on time. Farrel stated
that rental housing currently included 969 structures with 2,434
apartments and 5,449 beds. Farrel noted that each unit is iInspected
once every two years but only about 5% of those with violations have a
follow-up i1nspection due to lack of time. Farrel stated that as the
number of rental units has increased the time to do Tfollow-up
inspections has decreased. Farrel stated that the follow-up iInspections
are the best way to ensure that required repairs are completed. Farrel
stated that the Fire Inspector uses the same codes as the rental
housing and that the Inspector would only be doing TfTollow-up
inspections for documented violations so it should not take as long as
a complete inspection. Farrel stated that he would need someone to work
two days per week and finding this type of part time individual and

invest the time for training may be hard to do. Farrel reviewed the
increased costs to the Code Enforcement budget of an inspector for two
days per week.

Discussion followed with Shannon and Farrel answering questions from
the City Council on the proposal to iIncrease the inspections in each
department.

John Prescott, City Manager, reported that with the proposal he was
seeking direction from the City Council on 1f this increase in the
current part time position is something to include In the preparation
of the 2017 budget.

The consensus of the City Council was to include the iIncreased hours iIn
the 2017 budget for future consideration.

4. Briefing on the June 20, 2016 City Council Regular Meeting

Council reviewed items on the agenda with City staff. No action was
taken.

Mike Carlson, Finance Officer, reported that an application was
received for a special permit to exceed the permissible sound levels by
no more than 50% in the northwest portion of Barstow Park on July 4th
for a band as part of the Vermillion Fire Department Community Day 1in
the Park event. Mike stated that the request is from 3:00 p.m. to 10:00
p.-m. The Fire Department is i1nviting the community to the events they
have planned from 4:00 p.m. until the fireworks In the evening. Mike
reported that the diagram and notice of hearing are included in the
packet. Mike noted that staff iIs not aware of any noise related
problems with the event iIn past years. Mike recommended approval of the
special permit.

B. First reading of Ordinance 1343 - Amending Title XV Land Usage,
Chapter 155 modifying Applicable Standards for the Permitted Use of an
electrical substation and adding a provision to the landscaping
standards required for electrical substations

Jose Dominguez, City Engineer, reported that the City identified the
financial disadvantage of constructing a fence along the setback lines
of a lot housing an electric substation noting that the cost of fencing
a lot housing an electric substation constructed at the set back lines
would be far greater than the fencing needed to secure an electrical
substation. Jose reported that this issue was presented to the Planning
Commission that unanimously recommended to propose a zoning amendment
and added provisions. Jose stated that the changes would require a
fence seven feet in height to encompass the electric substation with an
opaque screen for any side abutting a residential zone.

Jose Dominguez, City Engineer, reported that Clay County received a
request from the Lewis and Clark Regional Water System (LCRWS) to
rezone parcels of land to an Aquifer Protection Overlay (APO) Zone.
Jose reported the purpose of the zone is to protect the quality of
water sources from environmental contamination. Jose noted a portion of
the area is located within the joint jurisdictional zoning area. Jose
stated that the joint planning commissions considered the amendment on
March 29th and voted to table the amendment to a future meeting. Jose
reported that the joint planning commissions met again on May 9th and
recommended approval of the ordinance amendment to the respective
governing bodies. Jose stated that the base zone of the area will
remain Agricultural; however, the overlay provides for additional
restrictions on the allowed uses. Jose reported that the City Council
iIs asked to consider approval of the first reading of the ordinance.
Jose noted that the County Commission approved first reading at their
June 14th meeting. Jose stated that, if the first reading Is approved,
the second reading of the Ordinance would be a joint meeting with the
County Commission. Jose reported that the County would like the joint
meeting to be June 27th at 5:30 p.m. at City Hall.

Jim Auen, representing Lewis and Clark Regional Water System, answered
questions of the City Council on the aquifer critical impact zone
proposed.

John Prescott, City Manager, reported that the University of South
Dakota has historically been utilizing Plum Street, between Highway 50
and E. Cherry Street, during their Move-In Day. John stated that the
traffic control for the move-in requires the assistance of the City and
the DOT. John stated that the request from USD 1is included in the
packet. In order to mitigate the danger of the local traffic on Plum
Street, USD has requested that Plum Street from Cherry Street to Hwy.
50 be closed from 5:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. on Friday, August 19, 2016.
John noted that the map attached shows the areas affected. John noted
that all residents in the mobile home parks and apartments can use
alternate routes to access their residences. John noted that the
Police, Fire and EMS Departments have been notified of the closure
request. John recommended approval of the street closure.

John Prescott, City Manager, reported that the University has requested
the closing of Rose Street from Coyote Village to the Dakota Dome
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during their Move-In Day. John stated that the request for the closure
is due to safety concerns with traffic. John reported that, to remove
the danger of the local traffic on Rose Street, USD has requested that
Rose Street from Coyote Village to the Dakota Dome be closed from 5:00
a.m. to 4:00 p.m. on Friday, August 19, 2016. John noted that the map
showing the areas affected is included in the packet. John noted that
the Police, Fire and EMS Departments have been notified of the closure
request. John recommended approval of the street closure.

The
opening was posted and Sandra was the only individual that expressed
interest in the position. Mayor Powell recommended the reappointment of
Sandra Brown to a five-year term on the Vermillion Housing Authority
Board.

Alderman Willson moved approval of the Mayor’s recommendation of the
reappointment of Sandra Brown to a five-year term on the Vermillion
Housing Authority Board. Alderman Price seconded the motion. Motion
carried 8 to 0.

E. Authorization to prepay a portion of the 2015 Special Assessment
Bond Series B

Mike Carlson, Finance Officer, reported that the City issued special
assessment bonds series 2015 B in the amount of $316,180.58 for
concrete surfacing and other street improvements on Norbeck Street from
Roosevelt Street to East Clark Street with delayed interest. Mike
stated that the City agreed to delay assessing the interest to the
property owners until April 2017 with the iInterest being paid by the
City. Mike reported that a payment of $129,169.12 was received for the
special assessments and, as the 3.5% iInterest due on the bonds 1is
considerably higher than the City can invest these funds, it is In the
best interest to call a portion of the bonds. Mike stated that a
resolution has been prepared to authorize the calling of this portion
of the bonds.

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE PREPAYMENT
OF SPECIAL ASSESSMENT BONDS

WHEREAS, the City of Vermillion has 1issued 2015 special assessment
bonds series B to finance the concrete surfacing for street and other
improvements on Norbeck Street from Roosevelt Street to East Clark
Street, that were authorized by resolutions of necessity adopted by the
City Council; and

WHEREAS, these special assessment bonds were purchased by the Electric
utility fund as an investment of electric utility reserve funds,
accounted for as an interfund loan; and

WHEREAS, the bonds provide for annual payments of principal and
interest from the special assessment debt service fund to the electric
utility fund; and

WHEREAS, the bond resolution provides that all or a portion of the
individual bonds may be called without penalty upon notice; and

WHEREAS, the special assessment bonds were secured by an assessment
levied against the parcels of property benefiting from the improvement
to be repaid In annual assessments with the property taxes or may be
prepaid at any time; and

WHEREAS, the special assessment debt service fTund has received a
prepayment that is restricted for the payment of the outstanding bonds
and as such, elects to exercise the option to call this portion of the
2015 special assessment bond series B that i1s currently outstanding.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City Council authorizes to
exercise the option to call $129,169.12 of the 2015 Special Assessment
Bond Series B on July 1, 2016.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Council authorizes the Finance
Officer to make the advance bond payments, as authorized, from and to
the respective city funds effective July 1, 2016.

F. Request from Vermillion Chamber of Commerce and Development Company
for funding to support the 2016 South Dakota High School All-Star
Football game

John Prescott, City Manager, reported that in late 2015 it was
announced that Vermillion was selected to host the South Dakota High
School All-Star Football game based upon a proposal submitted by the
Vermillion Chamber of Commerce and Development Company Sports Authority
Committee. John noted that with this being the first year and with only
a few months to put the event together Nate Welch reported that there
is a need for funding assistance of $10,000. John stated that in
discussions with the VCDC i1t was suggested to request funding from the
BBB sales tax fund and also the Business Improvement District #1 (BID).
John stated that the BID Board met last week with the recommendation of
funding up to $12,500 of BID funding to assist with the All Star game.
John stated that on the agenda is Item F for a request of BBB funding
and Item G for BID funding. John stated that the City Council will need
to determine the amount of support and which funding will be used.
John stated that he would suggest $2,500 from BBB funding and then up
to $10,000 of BID funding.

Nate Welch, Executive Director of the VCDC, reported on the activities
planned for the 84 student athletes from when they arrive on Wednesday,
to the banquet on Friday night that friends and family can purchase
tickets to attend, with the game iIn the Dakota Dome on Saturday.
Discussion followed on the event and funding.

Alderman Collier-Wise moved to authorize $2,500 of BBB sales tax
funding to the VCDC Sports Authority Committee for assistance with the
South Dakota High School All-Star Football game to be amended iIn the

G. Request to amend BID #1 Budget to support VCDC Sports Authority
Committee

Alderman Willson moved to authorize up to $10,000 of BID #1 funding to
the VCDC Sports Authority Committee fTor assistance with the South
Dakota High School All-Star Football game to be amended in the revised
2015 budget. Alderman Collier-Wise seconded the motion. Motion carried
8 to 0. Mayor Powell declared the motion adopted.

9. Bid Openings
A. Burbank Road Storm Drainage Improvements

Jose Dominguez, City Engineer, reported that the ditch on the north
side of Burbank Road east of South Crawford Road experiences ponding
during storm events. Jose reported that the City surveyed the ditch and
discovered that several sections of the ditch have silted over the
years. Jose noted that the silting is forcing some of the sections not
to flow correctly and consequently storm water ponds. Jose stated that
quotes were for the installation of the pipe and grading of the ditch
with the City supplying the pipe and all of the clay necessary for the
grading. Jose stated that requests for quotes were sent to four
potential bidders with two received. Jose noted that on June 14th when
quotes were opened only one quote was read as one did not have the
correct proposal forms. Jose stated that the only quote was from M&M
Construction of $29,186.00 and recommended acceptance. Jose stated that
the completion date of this project is August 17, 2016.

Alderman Collier-Wise moved approval of the only quote of M&M
Construction of $29,186.00 for the Burbank Road Storm Drainage
improvements. Alderman Holland seconded the motion. Motion carried 8 to
0. Mayor Powell declared the motion adopted.

B. Miscellaneous Concrete Projects

Jose Dominguez, City Engineer, reported that the City has an ongoing
program to update all of the handicap ramps within the City that was
instituted several years back and designates funding for handicap ramp
improvements each year. Jose stated that the City also utilizes this
project to repair curb and gutter sections and storm sewer inlets that
were damaged during the winter months. Jose reported that requests for
quotes were sent to three contractors with two received when they were
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opened on June 14th. Jose reported that one quote could not be read as
it did not have the correct proposal forms. The only quote was from M&M
Construction for the amount of $31,151.71. Jose noted that the City’s
estimate for this project was $40,000. Jose recommended the only quote.

Alderman Willson moved approval of the only bid from M&M Construction
for the amount of $31,151.71 for the miscellaneous concrete project.
Alderman Collier-Wise seconded the motion. Motion carried 9 to O.

10. City Manager®s Report

A. John reported that the City began going street by street picking up
storm related tree branches. We are asking that tree branches from the
storm are placed between the sidewalk and curb and away from existing
trees, utility boxes or street lights. John noted that tree branches
can be taken to the Recycling Center on Crawford Road or the Landfill
on BIuff Road and for this week there will be no charge for disposing
of storm related tree branches.

B. John reported that the free tire disposal for Vermillion and Clay
County residents will end with the close of business on Friday, June
24th.

C. John reported that the Governor announced this morning that the City
was awarded a $515,000 Community Development Block Grant for the
Prentis Street Lift Station Project. John stated that the replacement
of the lift station and related piping would take place in 2017.

D. John reported on the special meeting with the County Commission on
Monday, June 27th at 5:30 p.m. in the City Council Chambers for the
second reading of Ordinance No. 1344 for a zoning amendment to create
an Aquifer Protection Overlay Zone in the joint jurisdictional area.

E. John reported that City offices will be closed on Monday, July 4th
for the holiday. John noted that the first City Council meeting for
July will be on Tuesday, July 5th.

F. John reported that Greening Vermillion is planning to complete their
first round of storm inlet painting awareness this week. John stated
that a number of inlets will be marked with the message “Dump No Waste
- Drains to River”. John noted that this message, along with a Tfish
logo, 1s designed to remind the public that what Is put In a storm
sewer inlet ends up in the river. John stated that this is part of the
City’s compliance program with Federal storm water regulations.

Standards which would include special requirements for electrical
substations

Presenter: Derek Chancellor

Background: Several weeks ago, the City identified the financial disadvantage of
constructing a fence along the setback lines of a lot housing an electrical substation. The
amount of fencing required to encompass an electrical substation if constructed at the
setback lines would be far greater, and costlier, than fencing what is needed to properly
secure an electrical substation. Other specified standards regarding the fencing of
electrical substations, such as minimum height requirements and screen opacity
requirements, will be maintained through the retention of the two (2) referenced sections
of “Applicable Standards” for the “Permitted Use” of an electrical substation and,
specifically, through the proposed provision entitled “I” to Section 155.077 Landscaping
Standards.

The City’s Planning Commission discussed this item at their June 13 meeting. At that
meeting, the Commission voted unanimously for the proposed zoning amendment and
added provision. The City Council approved first reading of Ordinance 1343 at the June
20" meeting.

Discussion: Currently, under Section 155.031 R-1 Residential District, Section 155.032
R-2 Residential District, Section 155.033 R-3 Residential District, Section 155.034 R-4
Manufactured Housing District, Section 155.035 CB Central Business District, Section
155.036 GB General Business District, Section 155.038 GI General Industrial District,
and Section 155.039 HI Heavy Industrial District, the language pertaining to the
“Applicable Standards” for the “Permitted Use” of an electrical substation reads, “An
opaque screen, 6 feet in height located at all setback lines.” References are then made to
8155.070 and §155.077. The adoption of this ordinance would result in modifications that
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would completely omit the previously quoted language and would simply leave the two
(2) referenced sections in the description of the “Applicable Standards” for the
“Permitted Use” of an electrical substation.

To address special requirements for screening and fence height of electrical substations,
the addition of a provision entitled “I” to Section 155.077 Landscaping Standards is
proposed as well. This language reads, “A fence 7 feet in height shall encompass the
electrical substation. An opaque screen shall be provided for any side abutting a
residential zone.”

Clay Union Electric has been notified of the proposed ordinance. They have not
submitted any comments for the Council to consider.

Financial Considerations: The only cost to the City would be the publication costs of the
changes to the City’s Code of Ordinances.

Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration recommends the City Council approve
second reading of the ordinance in the form of an amendment and an added provision to
the aforementioned sections of the City of Vermillion’s Code of Ordinances, Title XV
Land Usage, Chapter 155 Zoning Regulations, and Section 155.077 Landscaping
Standards, respectively. As this is second reading of the ordinance, a roll call vote is
required.

Current members are: Dan
Kenton (2017), Jim Peterson (2017), Amy Christensen (2018), David Herbster (2018), and
Joe Eckert (2016). The City Council appointed Mike Carlson as the City’s ex-officio member.

* No appointment is needed at this time. An appointment will be needed in November.

Joint Powers — The Joint Powers board was created by Joint Powers agreement with Yankton
County, Clay County, City of Yankton and the City of Vermillion. The City is represented by an
elected official, citizen and the City Manager. The Finance Officer also serves as a staff liaison.
Lindsey Jennewein is the Vermillion citizen representative and Holly Meins is the City Council
representative.

Library Board — The City Council appoints all of the library board members by the state statue
and the City Council is allowed one voting member on the board. Terms are for three years and
expire in May. With the exception of the City Council representative, Library Board members
are paid $15 per meeting. Current members are: Daniel Burniston (2017), Martha
Muellenburg (2019), Gabrielle Strouse (2019), Fern Kaufman (2018), Diane Leja (2017),
and Kelsey Collier-Wise, City Council Representative.

Planning Commission — Established by City Code, this Commission makes recommendations
on zoning changes, special use permits, transportation plans and land uses in the community.
Members are appointed for five-year terms and receive $15 compensation per meeting they
attend. Current members and when their terms expire are: Robert Iverson (2017), Debora
Gruhn (2017), Matt Fairholm (2017), Don Forseth (2020), Jim Wilson (2020), Doug Tuve
(2020), Mike Manning (2020), Ted Muenster (2020), and Bob Oehler (2017).

* No appointment is needed at this time.

Public Safety Center Board — Established by the joint use agreement for the public safety
center. The board is to resolve any dispute between the City and County. The Mayor, Chief of
Police, County Commission Chair, Sheriff, county appointment Robert Fuller (12/2016), city
appointment Bruce Plate (12/2017), joint city/county appointment Dave Thiesse (12/2018)
serve on the committee. Appointments are made at the end of the year in conformance with the
agreement.

*  An appointment will be made in December 2016.



Tree Board — Per City Code Section 90.72. Establishment of the Committee is part of the Tree
City USA program. Also address special concerns related to trees as needed. The City will begin
looking for volunteers in July.

In lieu of the local board of
equalization and county board of equalization established and governed pursuant to 8810- 11-13 to
10-11-31, inclusive, the governing boards of any county, municipality, school, and township may
agree by resolution to consolidate the local board of equalization with the county board of
equalization no later than the second Tuesday of November. The resolution shall state the number of
members from each governing board that will sit as a consolidated board of equalization.
Membership of the consolidated board of equalization shall include members of school and
municipal governing boards and the county commission. Membership of the consolidated board may
also include members of township governing boards. All governmental responsibilities and expenses
associated with equalization of property under the provisions of chapters 10-3 and 10-11 shall be
shared as mutually agreed upon by the governing bodies. Governing bodies not exercising this
option shall continue to hear appeals as prescribed in §810-11-13 to 10-11-31, inclusive.

Discussion: While the three entities have adopted a resolution to consolidate the Board of
Equalization, the County has asked that the City reaffirm its intent to continue the
consolidated board. If we did not have a consolidated board, the City board (made up of
the City Council and one school board member) would need to meet on all appeals within
the city. If the citizen or the County Assessor did not like the City board decision, the
citizen would need to attend the County board meeting.

Financial Consideration: There are none to the City.

Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration recommends the City Council continue
the Consolidated Board of Equalization through passage of a motion indicating this desire
to continue the consolidated board.

Presenter: Jose Dominguez

Background: As part of the 1990 Clean Water Act, the City is required to comply with
the requirements set in the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System (NPDES).
The Clean Water Act, and the NPDES, goals are to reduce, or eliminate, the amount of
pollutants and sediments entering our waters.

In order to meet these requirements, the City adopted a Storm Water Management
Program (SWMP). This program sets goals for the City to help meet the NPDES goals.
One of the goals of the program is to enter into a partnership with a group that would
assist the City to meet some control measures described in the SWMP.

Discussion: Greening Vermillion is an organization that, amongst other things, conducts
programs that teach the public about environmental topics. In recent years they have
been instrumental in the coordinating the festivities for the Earth Day celebrations.
Greening Vermillion also has taught seminars, classes, about the storm water pollution
and ways to improve water quality.

Recently the City has been working with them to increase the public’s awareness
regarding storm drains through the Adopt-a-Drain program. This program allows the
public to paint a storm drain with a motif that informs the general public of where the
storm drain drains to and what not to dump in the drain. Additionally, the program has
placed stencils on inlets through the community informing the public of where the storm
water entering the inlet drains to. The City has assisted by providing cones, vests, paint
and stencils to the group. The rest of the project (public notices, personnel coordination,
grant applications, etc...) has been handled by Greening Vermillion.

This one project alone has greatly benefitted the City by greatly increasing the public’s
awareness when it comes to storm water drainage. We are hopeful that that the
participation will grow in the coming years and thus further increasing the public’s
awareness.

Financial Consideration: The City’s financial involvement is minimal. We have
purchased the stencils ($125) and provided some of the spray paint ($50) for the project.
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Staff expects that on a yearly basis the costs would not exceed $500. This money is
being paid out of the storm sewer repair and maintenance fund.

Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration recommends that the City Council
approve the Resolution recognizing the partnership with Greening Vermillion and have
the City Engineer serve as the official City contact with the organization.




RESOLUTION FOR PARTNERSHIP WITH GREENING VERMILLION

WHEREAS, Greening Vermillion also conducts programs that teach the public about other
items covered in the City of Vermillion’s Storm Water Management Program, dated March

WHEREAS, Greening Vermillion has been involved in the Earth Day celebrations that started
in 2013.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the City Council of the City of Vermillion, South
Dakota, pledge to enter into a civic partnership with Greening Vermillion on programs that will
promote the City of Vermillion’s Storm Water Management Program, dated March 2015. The
City Council designates the City Engineer as the official city contact with Greening Vermillion.

Presenter: Jose Dominguez

Background: The South Dakota Department of Environment and Natural Resources
(DENR) awarded a $100,000 grant to the City of Vermillion for a waste tire collection
program that services areas within Clay County, Yankton County and Union County. The

grant received allowed residents to dispose of tires at the landfill, or transfer stations, at
no cost. The City would be reimbursed for any cost related to tire disposal by DENR.

Bids were opened on June 22, 2016. The City sent requests for bids to four contractors.
From those requests, the City only received one bid. The bid was from Liberty Tire
Services of Ohio LLC DBA Liberty Tire Recycling, LLC of Savage, MN in the amount
of $115,800.

Discussion: Bidding is required by State law when the cost of the project is estimated to
exceed $50,000. As the grant received from DENR was above this amount it was decided
to bid the project.

Financial Consideration: The City will pay for the project from the Joint Powers
Landfill fund. DENR will reimburse the City for the entire cost of the project. Staff has
been in contact with DENR regarding the fact that the bid received is greater than the
grant amount. DENR has verbally ensured the City that the difference between the grant
and the bid will be reimbursed by DENR.

Conclusion/Recommendations: Administration recommends awarding the bid to Liberty
Tire Services of Ohio LLC DBA Liberty Tire Recycling, LLC of Savage, MN, for
$115,800 contingent upon DENR approval.

Dear Shakespearian Stakeholders:

Thank you for your support of the 2016 South Dakota Shakespeare Festival!

As a stakeholder in the Festival (SDSF), we want to provide you an end-of-season report on what your generous
investment and support accomplished. For an all too brief moment, USD business and theatre students worked
together with talented professional theatre artists from around the country to create something special for our
community.

What did your investment produce and how did our community benefit? The SDSF for the first time introduced a
fall high school Outreach program involving a road tour that engaged over 450 South Dakota high school
students from Wagner High School, Flandreau Public School, and Flandreau Indian School, and 14 University of
South Dakota students in a profound and transformative community-based learning experience involving
Shakespeare. On May 31 we had 20 SESDAC staff and clients visit our rehearsal of The Winter’s Tale. On June 2
our acting company visited and performed for 13 patients at the Sanford Senior Care Center. On June 9-10,
workshops featuring Mime and Juggling, with Discovery Movement Theatre Music, Activating Shakespeare,
Elizabethan Costuming, Instruments of Shakespeare’s Time (National Music Museum), The Play’s the Thing!,
Improvisation, and Words, Words, Words, engaged 53 participants ranging in age from 8 to 18. On June 12 our
production of The Winter’s Tale engaged an additional 50 high school students from the Oscar Howe Summer Arts
Institute at our performance in Vermillion’s Prentis Park. Later this month, we will be making a visit to the
Minnehaha County Juvenile Detention Center, conducting workshops for their youth residents.

On June 11 the College of Arts & Sciences hosted the Shakespeare Scholars’ Roundtable Discussion, featuring
visiting scholars Dr. David Bevington from the Univ. of Chicago, Dr. Brett Gamboa from Dartmouth College, and
USD’s Dr. Darlene Farabee held in the amphitheatre arena in Prentis Park. It ran over ninety minutes attracting 48
attendees. In addition to all this, over three nights and one Sun matinee, we had 685 Shakespeare aficionados
(including 170 children) attend our performance of The Winter’s Tale, despite the searing 100 degree heat. After
the Sun 4:00 matinee, 30 in the audience stayed to participate in the artists’ Talk-back that took place immediately
following the production asking questions about the production process. Total attendance for the entire 2015/16
SDSF is approximately 1300. 100% of responding patrons rated their SDSF experiences at a '5' on a scale of 1-5.
Comments from patrons include "great actors", "rare experience", and "fun and critical background-building
experience for my students!" You made this possible!

We like to remind our students and actors that “nothing is ever truly yours until you give it away.” Thank you for
making this extraordinary experiential learning and artistic cultural opportunity possible that provided so much good
to young and old alike in our community and region. You made a difference!
